Keywords are used to guide your research and are subtopics to support your thesis statement.

Now you can take notes using the process that we discussed.
· Keep your keyword list in front of you while taking notes
· Begin reading your first source and record the source label (A,B,C...) at the top of the note card. 

· Read efficiently; you should skim through the material and only read carefully the material that directly relates to your keyword list. 

· As you read and find a piece of information that relates to your keyword, write the keyword and source letter at the top of the note-card. 

· Bullet the important facts. Be brief but clear (never use complete sentences.)
· Use your own words, symbols, diagrams and drawings (paraphrase.)
