EXAMPLE:  JUPILATIONS FROM THE CIVILIZATION OF JUPILATIA
(This project is missing some of the required features. It would have to include pictures and have at least five sentences per element in order to earn a high grade)

RELIGION:  Jupilations believe that the souls of all their ancestors are sent to the sun when they die.  The sun is therefore what they worship the most because all the wisdom of their history is stored there.  They sing a special hymn to the sun twice during the day, and once during the middle of the night, in order to make sure that the sun will rise again the next morning.  They do not go to church regularly; instead people meet at each other’s houses every other night to study their great book, The Tiffer, and to eat hot, spicy foods in honor of the sun.

EDUCATION:  All people are educated in schools owned by the government.  In these schools students sit and watch a teacher teach over the television.  They have to mail their assignments to her to be graded.  They never meet the teacher in person.  Children are required to attend school until they are 18; if they drop out they cannot get any sort of job – every job in Jupilatia requires a high school diploma.  Colleges and universities are free for citizens.

INDUSTRY:  Jupilatia produces space vehicles, which it exports to other nations in outer space.  It also has many natural resources that it exports, such as molten iron, gold and oxygen.  Finally, Jupilatia is a leading producer of a rare space creature called the osphynx, cherished for its meat and slippery skin, which is used for sliding boards.

AGRICULTURE/FARMS:  Not many things grow in the extremely hot climate of Jupilatia.  There are many cacti; they use the needles for acupuncture and the rest of the plant for pickling.  In some parts of the land, dates, olives and palm trees grow.

OCCUPATIONS:  Many people work at the universities and schools as teachers and administrators.  There is also a significant effort to keep the country clean; so many people have “beautification jobs.”  Every family ahs an osphynx farm and raises osphynxes so they can sell them to the local factory.  All the money that people make goes into one big pile and then it is distributed evenly at the end of the month to everyone.

GOVERNMENT:  There is a royal family in Jupilatia, and the Queen is the head of the nation.  She has special powers conferred upon her when she is crowned so that she can receive special messages from the ancestors.  This is how laws are made.  Because the Queen is the closest living person to the ancestors, she is greatly admired by all the citizens and her life is never in danger.
