· Find a good Bible believing church and be fed the Word of God. Cultivate the right fellowship and surround yourself with faith.

· Believe that God’s power to heal is within you and working mightily.

· Submit your soul; love, forgive and don’t judge. Make sure Jesus is Lord of every area of your life.

· Live by God’s Word and act on it – become a doer.

· Guard yourself – resist and reject all of Satan’s works for he will attempt to steal your healing.

· Whole heartedly confess the spiritual reality of the Word and not physical circumstances.

· Put on the garment of praise at all times!

· Screen and control what is fed to your spirit.

· Exercise common sense: care for your body which is the temple of the Holy Spirit of God.

· Use your new strength and health for God. Become a living testimony for the Lord.

· Take as prescribed: watch the confession of your mouth, meditate and continually renew your mind with the Word, and be transformed by it.
