Mayor Burton is proving past critics that he is far from ever being a “has-been”.  Bristol is the first Chevy win of ’08.  Oh, the heartache again for Freak’s Kid Denny and Speedracer’s Smokeless.  It’s Denny’s 2nd consecutive Bristol race that was mired by a fuel pickup that wouldn’t pick up.  Smoke has led the most laps at the last three Bristol Spring races, only failing to win at the end.  Joe Gibbs Racing led 372 of 500 laps on Sunday.  The last 1,2,3 sweep by a Cup Team was way back in 2005 when Roush Racing did it four times – Texas, Kansas, Richmond and a 1,2,3,4 finish at Homestead.  Slipchuck wins the race (7 points) and the weekend (9 points) and moves back into 2nd (8 points) back.  Slipchuck’s last race win was with Jeff Gordon at Charlotte on 10/13/07 and her last weekend win was at Martinsville on 10/21/07.  There was no career Pole as the rains canceled Qualifying for the 2nd time of the early Season.  Speedracer’s Smokeless is the Lap Leader and the last time Speedracer had the Lap Leader was with Junior at New Hampshire on 07/01/07.  Line-Pro’s Bro Kyle is the Sprint Cup Points Leader, (+30 points) over Cousin Todd’s “The Biff”.  The last time Line-Pro had the Sprint Cup Points Leader was with Rowdy Brother after Atlanta on 03/09/08.  Line-Pro’s Bro Rowdy has the #1 Ranking in the 2008 Mid-Atlantic Points Challenge (20 points), (6 points) over Slipchuck’s Mayor Burton.  The last time Line-Pro had the M.A.N.P.C.C. #1 Ranked Driver was with Kyle after Atlanta on 03/09/08. – With “The Biff’s” 3rd consecutive top-5, and even by not playing Kasey who picks up another top-10, and with Carl’s 2nd consecutive lap down finish, Cousin Todd gets (1 point) and remains in the Leader position (29 points).  The last time Cousin Todd had the M.A.N.P.C.C. points Lead was after Atlanta on 03/09/08. BRISTOL, Tenn. -- It may not be your daddy's Bristol, but four new tires still trump four old ones. Jeff Burton proved that in Sunday's Food City 500 Sprint Cup race at Bristol Motor Speedway, as he took the lead from Denny Hamlin after a restart on a green-white-checkered finish that took the race six laps beyond its posted distance of 500 laps. Burton crossed the finish line .588 seconds ahead of Kevin Harvick. Clint Bowyer was third, followed by Greg Biffle and Dale Earnhardt Jr. When Hamlin's fuel pickup burped in Turn 4 of the next-to-last lap, it set up a 1-2-3 finish for Richard Childress Racing teammates Burton, Harvick and Bowyer on the .533-mile concrete short track that was resurfaced before the August race last year. The Childress drivers also benefited when Harvick took out the race's dominant car, Tony Stewart's No. 20 Toyota, on Lap 498 to set up the two-lap run to the finish. After a restart on Lap 496, Hamlin passed Stewart for the lead. A lap later, in Turn 1, Harvick nosed inside Stewart, slid up into the No. 20 and sent Stewart spinning into the Turn 2 wall. Stewart had led 267 laps to that point but had to settle for a 14th-place finish. It was the third consecutive spring race at Bristol where Stewart led the most laps, yet failed to win. "I thought I left him plenty of room," a crestfallen Stewart said. "I was far enough ahead of him that I didn't see where he hit me or when he hit me. But I'm sure, somehow, it's my fault." Harvick said the mistake was his. "I just freakin' lost it," Harvick said on his radio after the accident. "I got up on the inside and I just lost it," he added later. "I was trying to win the race. I made a mistake, and they can take it for what it's worth and go on." The wreck set the table for Burton, who took over second place behind Hamlin after the contact between Stewart and Harvick. Burton had the distinct advantage of four new tires, as Hamlin, Stewart and Earnhardt had stayed on the track while other contenders came to the pits on Lap 491, under caution for Brian Vickers' brush with the Turn 2 wall on Lap 489. After taking the green flag on the final restart, Burton rocketed past Hamlin, who slowed dramatically in Turn 4. "I don't know what happened," said Burton, who claimed the 20th Cup victory of his career and his first at Bristol. "He stopped, and we nearly ran into him. "We had some breaks, and we put ourselves in position to take advantage of those breaks, and that's what we did today." Biffle remained second in the Cup standings but closed his deficit to leader Kyle Busch to 30 points, with Harvick and Burton 33 and 37 back, respectively. Busch, who started 22nd, was leading on Lap 291 when a sudden power steering failure sent him spinning off Turn 2 into the inside wall on the backstretch. Busch finished 17th, two laps down. To Burton, the victory was a kind of cosmic payback for finishing second last year, when he raced Busch to the wire like a gentleman in the first event featuring NASCAR's new racecar, resisting the urge to use his bumper to win the race. "That's who I am, and I'm not going to change who I am," Burton said. "I could have had a trophy in my case last year by knocking Kyle Busch out of the way, but I chose not to do that. And [crew chief] Scott [Miller] and Richard [Childress] had to live with that choice." Race Notes • The combination of the new surface and NASCAR's new racecar produced a record -- 42 cars were running at the end of the race, eclipsing the previous mark at Bristol of 40 in 1999. • Harvick posted his fourth consecutive top-10 in the series and his 10th in 15 starts at Bristol. • The sweep of the top three positions was a first for Richard Childress Racing. • Defending Cup champion Jimmie Johnson ran consistently in the top 10 until his right front tire began to go flat on Lap 475. He pitted six laps later and finished 18th, two laps down. • Burton's victory was the first of the year for Chevrolet. • Dale Jarrett finished 37th, 10 laps down, in his final Sprint Cup points race.  The winner averaged 89.775 mph with a margin of victory of 0.588 seconds.  The race was slowed 10 times with 68 laps run under caution.  There were 17 lead changes among 8 drivers and 14 drivers finished on the lead lap.

“DENNY’S IN THE LEAD, DENNY’S IN THE LEAD!” I yelled to Janice, who was in the kitchen.  He had moved up to the front after having gone two laps down while pitting to tape up his rear bumper after an on-track incident with Casey Mears.  He got back on the lead lap and steadily moved up through the pack and finally into 2nd place.  I couldn’t believe he got around Tony so quickly.  I not only could get my 1st top-5 of ’08, but my 1st win too.  Wow, to be on the website cover for two solid weeks until Martinsville.  “Alright, all Hardick and Smoke need to do now is fight for 2nd and let Denny take off with only two laps to go”.  But Denny and my luck has not yet turned as Hardick takes out Smokeless and forces the race into a six-lap overtime.  And our lament continued after the race was over.  "It was our race to win," said Hamlin, a refrain surely shared by his teammates. "This is so frustrating, to have days like this. I don't know what I have to do to get good luck. I don't know what I'm doing wrong. ... We just can't finish the job. It seems like it always comes down to the end here, and we're always on the wrong end of everything." For the Gibbs team, it was a familiar sting. This is the same organization that found all kinds of creative ways to lose races last season, while Hendrick Motorsports compiled a closet full of trophies that propelled them toward a 1-2 finish in final championship points. Joe Gibbs' team already has one win this season. But as last year clearly indicated, the early ones that get away hurt even more in the end. …Only Greg Biffle, Kyle Busch and Dale Earnhardt Jr. have three top-5’s in first five races. …Greg Biffle is one of only four drivers with four top-10 finishes in the season’s first five races after his fourth-place finish in Sunday’s Food City 500. He joins Kevin Harvick, Dale Earnhardt Jr. and Kasey Kahne in that group. …After finishing ninth on Sunday, David Gilliland has never finished better than 30th in a Cup or Nationwide series race at Bristol’s .533-mile track. …Aric Alimorla drove the No. 8 Chevrolet for Dale Earnhardt Inc. for the first time Sunday as Mark Martin took his first weekend off for 2008. Almirola did the team proud, too, finishing a solid eighth. …Chiz (who claims to hate NASCAR) called me on Monday night and said, “Do you know what bugged me about that race?”  Wait a minute, I guessed – “Darrell Waltrip’s voice.”  Chiz said they never would have let a guy with a voice like that do a football game.  “Darrell is Darrell”, I said.  “He is the mouth.”  Chiz, however, does like to describe his new vehicle like all the other Tennessee Hillbillies do – 
his new “TY – OTA” pickup truck.
