Line-Pro’s last race win was with Kyle Busch at Atlanta on 03/09/08 and Freak’s last weekend win was at Martinsville on 03/30/08.  Joe Nemechek wins the Pole.  Speedracer’s Smokeless is the Lap Leader and the last time Speedracer had the Lap Leader was also with Tony at Bristol on 03/16/08.  Slipchuck’s Mayor Burton is the Sprint Cup Points Leader, (+22 points) over Line-Pro’s Bro Rowdy.  The last time Slipchuck had the Sprint Cup Points Leader was with Jeff Burton after Phoenix on 04/12/08. TALLADEGA, Ala. -- Superspeedway racing makes for strange bedfellows, as Kyle Busch found out Sunday in winning the Aaron's 499 at Talladega Superspeedway. With pushes from the Chevrolet of Jeff Gordon and the Dodge of Juan Montoya, Busch had his No. 18 Toyota in the lead when a wild wreck in Turn 2 on the final lap brought out the eighth and final caution of the race, freezing the field and giving Busch his first win at Talladega. Montoya finished second, and Denny Hamlin, Busch's teammate at Joe Gibbs Racing, was third. David Ragan finished fourth, followed by Brian Vickers, as Toyotas captured the first, third and fifth spots in the running order. "First Jeff Gordon and then Juan -- those guys behind us were just awesome," said Busch, who won for the second time this year and the sixth time in his Cup career. "We just kept blocking the way we needed to stay up front. "I don't think I've ever finished here without wrecking, or at least, without getting torn up. ... The 42 [Montoya] was just my savior [Sunday]. He pushed me all the way to the front." Cumulatively, Busch won for the seventh time in NASCAR's top three series this year. He has three Nationwide victories and two Craftsman Truck Series wins to go with his Cup successes. The win at Talladega also enabled him to gain ground on points leader Jeff Burton, who leads Busch by 22 points. Busch's Toyota was strong enough to recover from a mistake on pit road. On Lap 63 of the 188-lap race, he missed his stall while attempting a green-flag pit stop and had to return to pit road for service a lap later. But Busch got a free pass as the first car a lap down after Carl Edwards' blown tire brought out the second caution of the race on Lap 116. From that point, he surged back to the front, ultimately with help from Gordon, who faded to 19th, and Montoya. It was the best finish of the season for Montoya, who moved into 12th place in the point standings, the first time the former open-wheel star has occupied a Chase-eligible position in the Cup standings. Montoya restarted ninth on Lap 169, after the fifth caution of the race for debris in Turn 1, and worked his way toward the front. "I made a couple of moves to get to second, and then I managed to get on [Busch's] bumper," Montoya said. "When you can get on someone's bumper, you can push him all the way around the lap and really make up some ground." Hamlin had one of the strongest cars in the field, and in the early stages of the race, he and teammate Tony Stewart dominated. But Stewart cut a tire and brushed the wall while leading on Lap 144 and then with 15 laps to go was a casualty of an accident that ended his day. "I had a car that could do whatever I wanted it to," Hamlin said. "We were right there in the lead with 20 [laps] to go and made a bad move there and got shuffled back. With all the cautions [three in the final 16 laps], we could only make it back to third, but that just shows you how strong the car was." After a caution for Bobby Labonte's solo spin in Turn 4 on Lap 180, Michael Waltrip led the field to a restart with five laps left. With help from Gordon, Busch surged past Waltrip and Jimmie Johnson, who was running second at the time, to take the lead for good at the line on Lap 184.  Notes: "This was an excellent race -- the best race I've seen in two to three years in the Sprint Cup Series," said Denny Hamlin, "This is what we need, as race fans and teams and owners and drivers. This is the kind of racing we need to see out there each and every week. "If the fans didn't like that, you just don't like racing," "It was fun racing, so we decided to go out and give the fans a show." In Denny’s opinion, it was the best race not only of the 2008 season but in his recent memory. And that's exactly what it was, a heck of a good show – arguably the best race of the season. From Joe Nemechek taking the pole to Kyle Busch leading the final five laps for the win, this one was a keeper. … Dale Earnhardt Jr. led 12 times for 46 laps and finished 10th. Stewart, who finished 38th, led the most laps, 61. ... Despite racing among the leaders most of the afternoon, David Stremme was caught up in the final wreck and finished 28th. Stremme was making his first Cup start of the season, subbing for Dario Franchitti in the No. 40 Dodge. Franchitti suffered a broken ankle in Saturday's Nationwide race at Talladega. ... A.J. Allmendinger, also making his first start of the season, finished 30th. ... Burton finished 12th. He has finished in the top 15 in all nine races.  The winner averaged 157.409 mph with a margin of victory finishing under caution.  The race was slowed 8 times with 23 laps run under caution.  There were 52 lead changes among 20 drivers and 27 drivers finished on the lead lap.

Nice saves by both of them.  At times it looked like Martinsville with all of the knocking each other around.  I loved watching Denny freight train his way to the front on the outside line in a pack of two, but always being the pusher with the Ti-yota’s nose shoved under their rear end.  I think he could have won that race by moving Juan to the front and then cutting down in front of Mr. Juanderful for the lead and the victory.  Denny said that it was “the most horsepower that I ever had!” – alright!  But instead Bro Rowdy prevailed.  …Interesting stats – Talladega was only the 8th time since the “Lucky Dog” rule went into effect at Dover September 2003 that a driver who had received the Lucky Dog/Lap Back pass has gone on to win the race.  Eight drivers led their first laps of ’08 – Paul Menard, Kenny Schrader, Mr. Juanderful, Regan Smith, David Stremme, David Gilliland, A.J. Allmendinger and Elliot Sadler.  …I have to toot my own horn a little bit (I never got to do it in the ’07 season so bear with me, please)   David Ragan is impressive and may win his first race this year.  He ran up front all day and was by far the best Ford at ‘Dega.  And these stats are for you Big Ron (who said Denny and Clint would never amount to anything).  Kid Denny got his 4th consecutive top-5, his 6th top-10 and 5th consecutive and Clint Jack got his 6th consecutive top-10.  Maybe this is their year after all and not in 2009 like I had predicted.  Championship contenders, Big Fella, the both of them!
