The Wild Thing has not finished worse than 3rd in his last five races.  Unreal!  The “Big One” at Dover on lap seventeen ruins six of the twelve Chase contenders day.  The accident involved eleven cars, including Freak’s Kid Denny getting his 1st DNF of ’08 and his 1st in 78 races and only the 3rd of his 92 race career.  The remainder of the race was pretty uneventful and boring with only six cars finishing on the lead lap and intervals between the leaders of three seconds or more.  The Biff had problems again with an electrical malfunction after starting the race looking like he had the car to beat.  Roushcateer’s finish 2nd 3rd and 4th with Cousin Todd’s Cousin Carl and The Biff and Murph’s Matt Kenseth, respectively.  Throttle Rocket’s Jeffy Boy finishes out the top-5.  Line-Pro wins the race (7 points) and Cousin Todd wins the weekend (10 points) and remains in the Leader position (63 points).  Line-Pro’s last race win was with Rowdy Brother at Darlington on 05/10/08 and Cousin Todd’s last weekend win was at Charlotte on 05/25/08.  Cousin Todd’s Greg Biffle wins the Pole and the last time Cousin Todd had the Pole was also with The Biff at Darlington on 05/10/08.  Cousin Todd’s Biffle is the Lap Leader and the last time Cousin Todd had the Lap Leader was with Cousin Carl at Texas on 04/06/08.  Line-Pro’s Rowdy Brother is the Sprint Cup Points Leader, (+142 points) over Slipchuck’s Mayor Burton.  The last time Line-Pro had the Sprint Cup Points Leader was with Kyle Busch after Charlotte on 05/25/08.  Line-Pro’s Brother Kyle has the #1 Ranking in the 2008 Mid-Atlantic Points Challenge (55 points), (+22 points) over Cousin Todd’s Cousin Carl.  The last time Line-Pro had the M.A.N.P.C.C. #1 Ranked Driver was with Kyle Busch after Charlotte on 05/25/08. – With the Pole and Lap Leader from Biffle and top-5’s from Greg and Cousin Carl, Cousin Todd gets (10 points) and remains in the Leader position (63 points).  The last time Cousin Todd had the M.A.N.P.C.C. points Lead was after Charlotte on 05/25/08. – With a top-10 from Mayor Burton, but laps down from Junior, Burton, and Reutimann, Slipchuck remains in 2nd (20 points) back. – With laps down from Clint Jack and Jamie Mac and a DNF from Kid Denny, Freak drops one spot for the 2nd consecutive week into 3rd (22 points) back – With the win from Kyle, but a laps down from Mr. Newman and Paul Menard, Line-Pro remains in 4th (25 points) back. DOVER, Del. -- Same song, different verse. Points leader Kyle Busch made mincemeat of the competition and a mockery of Sunday's Best Buy 400 at Dover International Speedway. In a race that stayed green for the final 153 laps, Busch gained a total of 5 seconds over runner-up Carl Edwards on his final two pit stops, built a lead that topped 8 seconds and cruised in his No. 18 Joe Gibbs Racing Toyota to a 4.225-second win, his fourth of the season and the eighth of his career. Pole-sitter Greg Biffle ran third, followed by Matt Kenseth, Jeff Gordon and Martin Truex Jr., as only six cars finished on the lead lap. Busch grabbed the lead from Edwards during a cycle of green-flag pit stops that ended on Lap 237. NASCAR called a caution on Lap 243 for debris in Turn 2 -- under which the leaders remained on the track -- and after a restart on Lap 248, Edwards dogged Busch until both drivers brought their cars to the pits under green on Lap 319. Busch gained almost 3 seconds on pit road and pulled away steadily for the next 60 laps before backing off in the closing circuits. "We didn't have the car to beat [Sunday]," said Busch, who expanded his lead in the championship standings over eighth-place finisher Jeff Burton to 142 points. "Carl Edwards and Greg Biffle did. But our guys on pit road [were] phenomenal -- got us out front -- and that's what won the race for us. The guys that pitted this thing on pit road definitely won the race for us." Edwards acknowledged he was slow getting off pit road on his final stop, but he gained two positions to fourth in the Cup standings with the second-place finish. "It's not what we came here for, but the car was good [Sunday]," Edwards said. "I wish we could have put on a better show for the fans. I wish we could have had a caution there at the end -- but Kyle deserved it. Biffle led 164 laps to Busch's 158, but he developed an ignition problem on Lap 169 and surrendered the lead to Edwards before switching to his second battery. Biffle ran the rest of the race without the use of air conditioning or brake fans in his car. "The engine started missing, but we changed batteries, and it came back on line," said Biffle, who vaulted six positions to fifth in the Cup standings. "We were just a little too tight all day. That's really what the problem was." The monster that inhabits the Monster Mile woke up early Sunday. Seventeen laps into the race, contact in Turn 2 between David Gilliland and Elliott Sadler triggered an 11-car wreck that ruined the afternoon for Chase contenders Dale Earnhardt Jr. (35th), Clint Bowyer (36th), Kevin Harvick (38th), Tony Stewart (41st) and Denny Hamlin (43rd). Earnhardt, who held third in the points standings (now 271 behind Busch), was the only one of those five drivers who didn't lose at least three positions in the standings, though none of the drivers dropped out of the top 12. Notes: Roush Fenway Racing put three cars in the top five -- Edwards, Biffle and Kenseth -- for the first time since July 2006 at New Hampshire. ... Sam Hornish Jr. drove his No. 77 Dodge back into the top 35 in owner points with an 18th-place finish. The No. 66 Haas CNC Chevrolet, driven by Scott Riggs, suffered a 150-point penalty on Tuesday for a rear-wing mount infraction May 24 at Lowe's Motor Speedway and fell to 36th in owner points.  The winner averaged 121.171 mph with a margin of victory of 4.224 seconds.  The race was slowed 5 times with 26 laps run under caution.  There were 15 lead changes among 9 drivers and 6 drivers finished on the lead lap.

“Cold” Pit Passes are not as cool as “Hot” Pit Passes.  There we were in Dover on Sunday and settled in behind pit road at the start-finish line.  Kurtzie, Big Ron and I had our lawn chairs set up along the fence.  Right in front of us, we could watch the television monitor on A.J. Almindinger’s war wagon and not miss any of the action on the backstretch.  Kyle’s pit box was just to our right and we knew there would be a lot of action in that spot.  We people watched for two hours along pit road and then the introductions began and many of the drivers walked right down the stone drive next to us.  The National Anthem and the start of the engines came and the Pace laps began.  Just when we had put on our scanners and were ready to settle in and watch the race, here comes that security guard again.  The same lady that told Big Ron on Saturday to put his shoes back on after he had taken them off to get some air to his feet.  Here she came and she wanted to see our passes.  We proudly showed her our “Cold” passes and then came the bad news.  Only “Hot” Pit passes were allowed behind pit road during the race.  Shit.  And so we were banished to the infield.  We were bummed, but thought we would set up our chairs along the back stretch near Turn 3 where we had watched the Busch race from the day before.  And as we rounded the bend and could see up the backstretch, all hell broke loose in Turn two.  …And that’s when I knew my experiment had failed.  On Sunday morning I realized that I had not brought along any NASCAR shirts to wear on race day.  By choice or accident, I still can’t say.  Big Ron kidded me and said he would let me wear a Jeffy or Jimmie shirt.  Yeah, right!   That would be a cold day in hell.  But then I thought about it and remembered my theory about Mark Martin not being able to win a race at Dover while I was in attendance and I thought that maybe the same thing would work for Jimmy Boy.  He wouldn’t have a chance at the win if I would be wearing his T-shirt.   But it felt weird and just plain wrong with me wearing the #48 colors and it felt like I was letting Denny down.  I wear his shirt for every race at home so why didn’t I bring one along with me to wear in support of him on race day.  I have no explanation for that blunder.  And as we rounded the corner the wreck had begun in Turn 2 and we started to see one car after another pile into each other and one after the other wrecking and spinning.  Then I see Denny’s car flying out of the corner and pound Elliot Sadler in the door and Denny’s ass end get lifted into the air from Hardick’s contact.  My heart sank and I felt sick.  My race was over in only 16 laps.  I had let Denny down and realized that he probably wouldn’t have even been in that wreck if only I had been wearing his colors.  The rest of the race was a bore with Clint and Denny both out of contention.  I believe Ron was also bummed about our day too when he suggested that we take off for home after 300 of the 400 laps were complete.  That was fine with me and also with Kurtzie who had thought that the race was only going to be 200 laps long until he saw the sign for the Best Buy 400.  So we headed out and never have left the parking lot so quickly.  We listened to the rest of the boring 100 laps on the radio on our way home.  By the end of the weekend I was burnt out and tired and sick of people telling me what I can and can’t do.  MISCELLANEOUS: Did you hear Tony’s interview after he fell out of the race?  "I take 100 percent responsibility," Stewart said. "It's my fault for being even anywhere close to Elliott (Sadler). If I'm within a half a lap of him, I expect that to happen."  …Rumors have surfaced that poor Jamie Mac will lose his Roush ride after this season.  …Jeff Burton had his 1st lap down finish of 2008. Phenomenal!
