· The Year in review / by NASCAR.com:

Change is inevitable -- especially in stock-car racing, where the roots of the sport are deep in innovation. And now even that has changed with the full-season implementation of the Car of Tomorrow in 2008.  Stands to reason that the COT would be ushered in next year, since NASCAR's premiere series is also undergoing a name change. Four years after Nextel became the official sponsor, Sprint takes the reins in '08. "Sprint to the Cup," anyone? NASCAR.COM looks back at some of the most memorable moments of the short-lived Nextel Cup Series: Chase for the Nextel Cup…With the official announcement on Jan. 20, 2004, the most talked-about story of that year was the new championship format: 10 drivers, 10 races, one title. The top 10 would have its points reset, starting with 5,000 for the leader and decreasing in five-point intervals through 10th place. In 2007, the system was changed to allow 12 drivers and the points structure revamped to allow a 10-point bonus for every victory during the first 26 races. Four years later, the Chase remains a hot-button topic among the fans who contend a 10-race "playoff" does not fully represent a year's worth of racing. …The Car of Tomorrow…Touted by NASCAR as the future chassis of the sport, the COT was conceived as a way to level the playing field; single- and two-car operations would be on equal footing with the Hendricks and Roushes of the stock-car universe. In addition to more competition, the COT was heralded as a step forward in safety innovations and cost management. The COT debuted on March 25, 2007, at Bristol, the first of 16 races in which the chassis was used this year. Hendrick Motorsports' driver Kyle Busch won the inaugural race and immediately exclaimed, in Victory Lane no less, that the car "sucked." • NASCAR officials plan to have a COT chassis in place for the 2009 Nationwide Series season. …Toyota debuts in Nextel Cup…An international model returned to NASCAR for the first time since June 1, 1958, at Riverside, when four Toyotas qualified for the Daytona 500 on Feb. 18, 2007. Michael Waltrip (15th), Dave Blaney (37th), David Reutimann (40th) and Dale Jarrett (43rd) made the show. Bill Jones was 18th that day at Riverside in a Citroen, a French automobile, the highest finish among four international entries. …The Kid passes the Intimidator…Jeff Gordon uses a Dale Earnhardt-like charge in the final laps to win at Talladega on April 29, 2007 -- on what would have been Earnhardt's 56th birthday -- and pass the seven-time champ on NASCAR's all-time list with 77 victories. …Junior leaves DEI…On May 10, 2007, Dale Earnhardt Jr. made the announcement many believed would never come: "After a year of intense negotiations and intense efforts on behalf of Dale Earnhardt Inc. and JR Motorsports, we decided that it's time for us to move on and seek other opportunities for me to drive for a new team in 2008." Yes, Dale Jr. would be leaving his father's organization. On June 13, Junior announced he would join Hendrick Motorsports, beginning in 2008. That move pushed Kyle Busch out the garage door and into a Joe Gibbs Racing car for next season. That move led to J.J. Yeley signing with Hall of Fame Racing and pushed Tony Raines out the garage door. ...Rising Phoenix…Jimmie Johnson won his fourth consecutive race on Nov. 11, 2007, at Phoenix, and all but secured his second consecutive Cup championship with a series-high 10th victory of the season. No other driver in the Nextel Cup era registered double-digit wins in a season. …Open-wheel migration…Juan Montoya made his NASCAR debut on Oct. 28, 2006, at Memphis in the Busch Series, then jumped to the Cup Series for the season finale at Homestead on Nov. 19. In 2007, he won the Busch Series race at Mexico City and the Cup Series race at Sonoma. What followed: open-wheel stars Dario Franchitti, Jacques Villeneuve, Sam Hornish Jr. and Patrick Carpentier all joined the fray -- and almost certainly more are on the way (remember the name: Scott Speed).

Team FREAK finished the season in 6th place (143 points back).  His “Young Gun” Team, Version III, would still be one year away from serious contention.  The year opened with my highest ranking of the Season and 4th place after Daytona and California in February.  From then on, it was a downhill slide as I steadily held 6th place for most of the remaining races.  Freak would only have (2) wins in 2007 including Denny at New Hampshire in July and Clint’s 1st career victory also at New Hampshire in September.  Denny was strong throughout the season and held a top-5 position, but then the Chase arrived and he sucked.  Clint took heat from the critics for not winning a race while making the Chase and promptly went out and won the first race of the Playoff.  I will be glad to eject Barney Rubble Riggs and Little Buddy Gilligan from Team Freak forever.  Mr. Rubble Riggs was without a top-5 in 2007 and one of two drivers in the M.A.N.P.C.C. to not have led a lap.  Lame Duck Riggs and Gilligan finished in the negative numbers.  Clint led the League with the fewest DNF’s (0 Tie) and Little Buddy Gilligan led the League with the most lap down finishes (27).  Denny was 2nd in the League with the fewest DNF’s (1 Tie).  Freak led the League with the fewest DNF’s (11).  Highest weekend point total (+8) at New Hampshire on 09/16/07.  Lowest weekend point total (-8) at California on 09/02/07.
Team SPEEDRACER finished the season in 5th place (127 points back).  Speedracer started the season in 1st place with Hardick’s photo finish over Mark Martin in the opening round at Daytona.  Week two at California would drop him to 7th place.  Mr. Speed would then be in 4th or 5th place the rest of the season, except falling to 6th for a 3-race stretch from Dover through Michigan in June.  Speedracer would also have only (2) wins in 2007 including Hardick at Daytona in February and Mr. Juanderful’s 1st career victory at Sonoma in June.  Burnie’s other favorite (besides Smokeless and Robby) had a season that had you suffering right along with him.  Junior’s D.E.I. power plants failed on a regular basis.  Meanwhile, he carried his head high and never bad-mouthed anyone and just wanted the season to end like everybody else also wanted.  Good luck next year Junior!  Hardick didn’t do much after the opening win at Daytona, but held his own throughout the Chase.  Mr. Jaunderful got the hang of it and garnered Rookie of the Year honors.  Robby continued to fight the good fight and did well for being an owner-driver single car operation.  Only Speedracer’s and Slipchuck’s and Cousin Todd’s four drivers had at least one top-5 each.  Robby Gordon and Mr. Juanderful finished in the negative numbers.  Hardick led the League with the fewest DNF’s (0 Tie) and Junior led the League with the most DNF’s (9).  Speedracer led the League with the most lap down finishes (73).  Highest weekend point total (+13) after Sonoma on 06/24/07.  Lowest weekend point total (-11) after Richmond on 09/08/07.
Team BIG RON finished the season as the ManPac Champion (120 points).  Big Slim had a big season after having the opportunity to draft his favorite Jeffy Boy, and instead chose Jimmy Boy.  But after having finished next to last in ’05 and last in ’06, Ron wanted to have a chance to win a Championship.  He would take his first ever ManP.C.C. lead after his Johnson (Hey Big Ron didn’t you ever think that was funny how I kept putting your name in front of Johnson and Busch?) won at Atlanta in March.  Big Ron would be in 6th place following Daytona, but after that, would never fall below 4th place and that being only for one week after Indy in July.  Big Slim would have the season record of being the Leader 22 weeks with 14 consecutive starting after Michigan in August through the end of the season.  B.R. would have the League lead with (12) wins in 2007 including One-Eye-Brow Boy with (10) (look them up if you want to know where) and Kurt with (2) at Pocono and Michigan in August.  Jimmie had an unreal year with back-to-back wins at Vegas and Atlanta in March and a four win stretch from Martinsville and Atlanta in late October through Texas and Phoenix in early November.  I was surprised when Big Ron drafted Bobby Labonte in the 2nd round, but he didn’t hurt too much and finished 18th in the League.  Kurt Busch was a great pick after not knowing that he would eventually team up with Pat Tryson’s leadership and car knowledge.  I think Team Freak wants Kurt next year.  Bye Bye J.J.  Bobby Labonte was without a top-5 in 2007.  Bobby and Lame Duck J.J. finished in the negative numbers.  Jimmie led the League in wins (10), top-5’s (20) and races led (24).  Johnson was 2nd in the League with top-10’s (24) and 3rd in the League in Poles (4).  Kurt was 2nd in the League being the Lap Leader (5) and 3rd in the League with races led (21).  Big Ron Slim led the League in wins (12) and Lap Leaders (7 Tie).  Highest weekend point total (+13) after Michigan on 08/19/07.  Lowest weekend point total (-8) after Texas on 04/15/07 and (-8) after Indy on 07/29/07.
Team SLIPCHUCK finished the season in 2nd place (37 points back).  Her lowest position of the year would be 7th place after the opening round at Daytona in February.  After that Slipchuck would juggle positions 4th through 6th until getting 2nd place after Charlotte in May.  From then on Cynthia would find 1st place six of eight races from Pocono in June through The Glen in August.  She would be in 2nd place 16 out of 19 races from Daytona in June through the end of the season.  Slipchuck would have (7) wins in 2007 including (6) from Jeffy Boy (once again, look them up) and a first career win from Casey Mears at Charlotte in May.  Slipchuck gets her Jeffy Boy at the Draft and he would have won the Nextel Cup Championship under the old points system.  Daddy Jeffy would set records with the most top-10’s in a season (30) and his historic victory at Phoenix in April when he tied the Intimidator for career wins (76) and 2nd place in the modern era.  A week later he would take sole possession of 2nd place in the modern era with his 77th win at Talladega.  Jeffy Boy would also have back-to-back wins at Talladega and Charlotte in October.  Casey Mears didn’t do much damage to Team Slipchuck and he earned a win for her, but poor Ryan Newman.  Like Line-Pro’s Kasey Kahne, will Mr. Newman ever get his act together again?  And if Looks-like-a-Leprechaun Vickers DNF’s in 2008 as much as he did in 2007 – forget about it!  All four of Cynthia’s drivers had at least one top-5.  Brian Vickers finished in the negative numbers.  Jeffy Boy led the League in Poles (7), top-5’s (21), top-10’s (30), Lap Leader (7) and also had the League lead with only four races not finishing on the lead lap.  Wonder Boy was 2nd in the League with wins (6), races led (23) and was 3rd in the League with fewest DNF’s (1 Tie).  Ryan was 2nd in the League with Poles (5).  Slipchuck led the League in Poles (13), top-5’s (34), top-10’s (60), Lap Leaders (7 Tie), races led (59) and fewest drivers not on lead lap (40).  Highest weekend point total (+16 / the 2007 record) after Pocono on 06/10/07.  Lowest weekend point total (-9) after Sonoma on 06/24/07.
Team MURPH finished the season in 4th place (97 points back).  Murph’s Team took 1st place twice early in the season after California in February and Vegas in March.  Bob would jump from 2nd to 4th for most of the rest of 2007, except for a six race run of 5th place to 6th place when Ricky Rudd injured his shoulder and killed Murph with DNQ’s from Dover in September through Atlanta in October.  Murph would have (3) wins in 2007 including Matt “The Brat” at California in February and as part of Kenseth’s late season surge of top-5 finishes and the last win of the season and of the current NASCAR body style at Homestead in November.  Marty Junior would get his 1st career victory at Dover in June.  Matt had a great 2007 with his normal top-5 to top-10 consistency, but I wonder how he will perform without the guiding hand of Robby Reiser.  It was a great thing to see Robby win his final race as crew chief.  Elliot Sadler was one of the surprises of 2007 with his consistency for lap down finishes.  When will Evernham get his act together?  Marty Junior was the surprise dark horse of the season.  It seemed that he was always running in the top-5, but bad luck eventually took its toll.  And goodbye to the Iron Man – It was a memorable run, Ricky.  Matt was one of only two Fords in the Chase.  Elliot Sadler and Ricky Rudd were without a top-5 in 2007 and both finished in the negative numbers.  Matt was 2nd in the League with only seven races not finishing on the lead lap (7 Tie) and was 3rd in the League with top-5’s (13) and Lap Leader (4 Tie).  Elliot was 3rd in the League with fewest DNF’s (1 Tie).  Murph did not have a League leading stat in any category.  Highest weekend point total (+10) after Texas on 11/04/07.  Lowest weekend point total (-12) after Talladega on 10/07/07.
Team COUSIN TODD finished the season in 3rd place (78 points back).  Todd had a powerful 3rd place team all season.  He would have a two-race stretch in 1st place after Texas and Phoenix in April and another run in 1st from Daytona through Indy in July.  C. Todd held 3rd place eighteen times in 2007 or ½ of the season.  He would stay in 3rd place from Richmond in September through the end of the season.  Cousin Todd would have (5) wins in 2007 including (3) from Carl Edwards at Michigan in June, Bristol in August and Dover in September.  Jeff Burton had a win at Texas in April (1st repeat Texas winner) and Jamie McMurray had a win at Daytona in July, which was his 1st in his last 166 races.  It was good to see Cousin Carl have a solid season.  It was good to see him end his 52-race win drought and good to see his Hauler driver finally get to shave.  It was good to see him get Ford’s 1st C.O.T. victory.  It was not good to see him lose control and make an ass of himself with his fake-punch at Matt Kenseth.  What can you say about Mayor Burton other than he is the spokesman of the drivers.  He so eloquently walks the walk and talks the talk.  He was solid in 2007 and I want him in 2008!  If there was bad luck to be had in 2007, Jamie McMurray found it.  I will never forget seeing him in shorts and sneakers and a casual shirt inspecting his wrecked race car in the garage at Richmond in September.  What a horrific season of bad luck.  And David Ragan was an excellent 4th round pick.  He finished 2nd to Montoya with Rookie of the Year honors.  Carl was the other one of only two Fords to make the Chase.  All four of Todd’s drivers had at least one top-5 and three won a race.  Jamie McMurray and David Ragan finished in the negative numbers.  Cousin Carl was 3rd in the League with wins (3 Tie) and 2nd in the League having only seven races not finishing on the lead lap (Tie).  Cousin Todd did not have a League leading stat in any category.  Highest weekend point total (+10) after Daytona on 07/07/07.  Lowest weekend point total (-17 / the 2007 record) after Talladega on 10/07/07.
Team THROTTLE ROCKET finished the season in 7th place (143 points back).  After the 2007 Draft, Throttle Rocket was considered the Team to beat, but Jeremy Mayfield’s season long DNQ streak would kill her.  He would earn (19) DNQ’s.  That’s (-95 points) folks!  Throttle Rocket’s highest ManP.C.C. points position would be 5th after Martinsville in April.  Sweet J. maintained 7th place for 29 of 36 weeks.  Throttle Rocket would have (4) wins in 2007 including two consecutive from Smokeless at Chicago and Indy in July and another victory at The Glen in August after Jeffy Boy spun out.  Kyle would get a win at Bristol in March.  Smokeless had an on again, off again season, but his most memorable moment was while following Hardick at Indy and knowing he could pass whenever he wanted, commented over the scanner, “Here Kitty, Kitty.  Come get some of this!”  How will Tony, Kyle and Denny perform in Toyota’s next year?  Will they be considered 1st round draft picks in 2008?  Good question!  For as much complaining as Kyle did about the C.O.T., he seemed to have a handle on it.  I guess he can drive the crap out of anything under his butt.  Jeremey Mayfield and David Stremme in 2008? – Let’s move on people!  Mayfield and David Stremme were without a top-5 in 2007 and both finished in the negative numbers.  Jeremy Mayfield was one of only two M.A.N.P.C.C. drivers to not have a top-10 in 2007.  Tony was 3rd in the League with wins (3 Tie), top-10’s (23) and being the Lap Leader (4 Tie).  Throttle Rocket led the League in DNQ’s (19).  Highest weekend point total (+9) after Bristol on 03/25/07 and (+9) after The Glen on 08/12/07.  Lowest weekend point total (-9) after Darlington on 05/12/07.
Team LINE-PRO finished the season in 8th place (280 points back).  In a year that would find Line-Pro move from 1st to worst, he opened the season after Daytona in 4th place.  He would drop to 7th during the next three race stretch from California in February to Atlanta in March.  Line-Pro would then hold 8th place for the rest of the 32-race season.  The only bright spot was Line-Pro’s solitary win of 2008 with Greg “The Biff” Biffle at Kansas in September.  What can we say about Kasey Kahne other than, “Where were you?”  Only one top-5, eight top-10’s and a 28th place ranking in 2007.  What will his value be in 2008?  Don’t worry about Greg Biffle.  He will be back in 2008.  Reed Sorenson proved to be a non existent driver.  You never saw him all race long.  And it’ about time that Dale Jarrett retired.  Dale Jarrett was the other of only two M.A.N.P.C.C. drivers who did not have a top-10 in 2007 and also who had not led a lap.  Kasey Kahne, Reed Sorenson and Dale Jarrett finished in the negative numbers.  Dale Jarrett was without a top-5 in 2007.  Line-Pro led the League with fewest laps led (20) and the most DNF’s (25).  Highest weekend point total (+9) after Kansa on 09/30/07.  Lowest weekend point total (-13) after Texas on 11/04/07.
