DECISION ON RULING

(  RULING NO. 4A – “THE TONY STEWART RULING” (Adopted 06/03/06 at Dover) (Revised 2/8/07 at Home)
If a driver fails to compete in the scheduled qualifying session and his car is placed on the starting grid by another driver, the Team who drafted that driver will be penalized with a DNQ (Did Not Qualify) and will lose two (-2) five points (-5).

So, down in the trailer at Dover and after hearing that Ricky Rudd qualified the #20 car, I asked Team Big Ron what he would decide.
