DECISION ON RULING

(  RULING NO. 5A – “YEAR END NEXTEL CUP CHAMPION BONUS RULING” 
(Brought to the table 08/26/06 by Big Ron at Alice’s Restaurant)
(Adopted 08/26/06 at Slipchuck’s annual Bristol night race party)
The Mid-Atlantic NASCAR Points Challenge Championship team with the driver who wins the NASCAR Nextel Cup Championship shall receive a bonus of 10 points at the end of the regular NASCAR Nextel Cup season.
Big Ron brought this up at the end of the month Bareville Boy breakfast and I thought about it and it sounded exciting.  Kind of like our own Chase for the Championship.  A Mid-Atlantic team in 2nd or 3rd place at the end of the season now has a chance to win the Championship.  It would give more teams a chance to win the Mid-Atlantic Championship and make it more exciting and tense for the last race of the season at Homestead.  Especially if there are two or three drivers that could win the Nextel Cup that day.  This Ruling would also give credit to the knowledgeable Team that chose the Nextel Cup Champion.  Big Ron thought 10 bonus points would be good and that is exactly what a driver would earn with maximum points for the weekend (Pole +1 / Win +3 / Top-5 +2 / Top-10 +1 / Lap Leader +2 / Led a lap +1 = 10).  It’s like awarding the bonus of a perfect weekend to the Championship driver.

The Mid-Atlantic NASCAR Points Challenge Championship teams with the drivers who finish in the NASCAR Nextel Cup positions TWO ONE through TEN TWELVE shall receive bonus points per position at the end of the regular NASCAR Nextel Cup season.
(1st +12, 2nd +11, 3rd +10, 4th +9, 5th +8, 6th +7, 7th +9, 8th +5, 9th +4, 10th +3, 11th +2, 12th +1)
Hey Slipchuck and Charles, great Bristol party Saturday night.  While at the party and talking NASCAR and discussing our bonus points, we threw out the idea that since we are doing some bonus point stuff, why not award a few more bonus points like NASCAR does for leading a lap and leading most laps.  C.F. wondered about awarding five bonus points to positions 2-10, but everyone thought that there should be more bonus points awarded to the 2nd place driver than there would be for the 10th place driver.  Line-Pro mentioned how by giving sequential points, we would not know who will win our Championship until the end of the very last race of the year at Homestead.  That does sound exciting.  So, by unanimous decision we tweaked and voted upon the above ruling.
