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MID-ATLANTIC NASCAR - POINTS CHALLENGE CHAMPIONSHIP

DECISION ON RULING

(  RULING NO. 8A – “M.A.N.P.C.C. MODERN ERA TEAM RULING”
 (Adopted 11/08/08 from a previous conversation with Big Ron)

(Also from consultation with Speedracer about his “draft from the remaining pool for the 4th pick” idea)

8A (1A) – Starting with the 2009 Draft, each Team will pick their three most favorite Drivers or a team of three Drivers that could win a Championship for them (i.e. a “Dream Team”).  All Drivers except those listed below in Section 8A (1B) are eligible to be chosen by any of our eight Teams.  We will use the order of the roulette wheel results to announce our first three Draft picks.  The 4th round Draft pick will come from any remaining Drivers not already chosen in the first three rounds.  Once a 4th round Driver is chosen, no other Team can pick that Driver again.  This will be our “Wildcard” Driver.  As in years past, the order of choosing drivers for the Mid-Atlantic NASCAR - Points Challenge Championship Draft will be determined by a lottery.  Each Team member will tack their name on a number of their choosing on Big Ron and Kathy’s Redman’s roulette wheel.  The first spin of the wheel will be done by last year’s Champion and they will be spinning to choose the Team with the #1 Draft pick for the 4th round.  The Team with the number closest to the roulette wheels number when it stops spinning will have the #1 pick for the 4th round.  We will continue in consecutive order.  The 2nd place finisher will be spinning for the Team with the #2 Draft pick for the 4th round.  We will continue in that order until we have chosen the #8 Draft pick for the 4th round by the last place Team from the previous year.
8A (1B) – No Team can draft both the previous year’s Sprint Cup Champion and 2nd place Driver as part of their “Dream Team”. 
8A (2) – When the season commences each Team will choose and enter three of their four Drivers into each weekly race.  Each Team will call or email the Commissioner with their weekend starting line-up no later than the beginning of Qualifying on Friday.  If I do not hear from any Team, they will be assigned their three Drivers entered from the previous week.

8A (3) – A “DNP” (Did Not Play) will be assigned to each Team Driver who was not entered for that race and zero points will be tallied.

8A (4) – Each of the four (4) Team Drivers must enter a minimum of one-third (1/3) of the races in the Season Schedule.  That equals twelve (12) races entered per year.  The deadline for Driver entries will again be no later than the beginning of Qualifying on Friday.  If I do not hear from any Team, they will be assigned their three Drivers entered from the previous week.

8A (5) – If the thirty-six race Season is finished and any Team had not entered any Driver in twelve (12) races, that Driver will be penalized (-50 points) in the year end points tally.

8A (6) – If a Driver makes a legitimate attempt to qualify for a race, but does not make the field, it will be considered an official start and be recorded in the stats accordingly.  As in years past, he will also be assigned a DNQ and (-5 points).
8A (7) – If any Teams are tie in final points at the end of the season, the tie breakers will be as follows.  1) Most Wins  2) Most Top-5’s  3) Most Top-10’s  4) Most Lap Leaders 5) Most Led Laps  6) Most Poles
The 2009 M.A.N.P.C.C. Championship run should be very interesting.  The scoring should be much higher and much closer from first to last than in years past because many Teams may now have the same three favorite Drivers.  I believe the old way of our drafting was probably more skillful having to pick the best remaining drivers from the depleted pool.  This new ruling will eliminate those crappy drivers that killed you, but picking the best crappy drivers took talent.  It was always tense watching a Driver that you had to play knowing that he very well might hurt you with a bad race.  But this Modern Era ruling will keep the eight Team pack much closer throughout the season and will probably work very well and make the M.A.N.P.C.C. more competitive which is the intent of this Fantasy League.
Ruling 8A (1B) was adopted because the intent of this year’s major rule change is to make our Teams more competitive across the board.  It’s like what the Car Of Tomorrow did for NASCAR to try and bring the field closer to each other.  When the NFL did a similar ruling, they called it “parody”.  For example, if someone would pick Jimmy Boy and Cousin Carl on their team in 2009, they potentially could run away with the Championship.  I doubt that it would have happened in our League because we seem to hate either Johnson or Edwards.  This ruling will be our version of the Salary Cap used in other major sports and fantasy games.  No Team would have enough money to draft both Carl and Jimmie together.  BRING DOWN THE GAVEL!
