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The Week in Kasu Valley


Vega’s lead an attack on Rouge.  It was the largest battle ever fought in Kasu Valley with around 55 people involved.  The Rouge side was able to hold off the attack. 3 were killed, many more injured.  Flashfire is Outlawed for betraying the Guilders.


Urban Spiders were deployed to attack Crimsyn Rouge after the news that Rouge is going to execute a prisoner that was captured from Vega’s Dytex.  Rouge, weary from defending in the battle before, withdrew but not before Crimsyn Starr KO’ed Burnside, the Spiders Commander.  The prisoner was not freed.


Vega’s Dytex out for blood (heh...), attempted to ambush Raven, the leader of the Blood Knights, in revenge for their effort in defending Rouge.  Vega’s was beat back.  For some reason Fish kills self (takes 2 attempts).  Vega’s did not withdraw per se, there was just no one left standing.


Vega’s Dytex regroups and attempts to rescue Burodoo Beri from Crimsyn Rouge before she is executed.  The attempt fails and Vega’s once again was routed.  Burodoo Beri is killed and the Guilders officially view Crimsyn Rouge as an Outlawed gang.


Princeps Incendere are alerted that there is a rebellion at the White Rock Quarry.  They are sent to try to quell the rebellion before it moves into their territory.  75-Scrap-6 was able to repel the attack by the religious fanatics, and make their way to freedom, and contact with Rouge.


The Guilders are told that Iron Curtain was the gang behind the Pit Slave rebellion.  They outlaw Iron Curtain for aiding the uprising.  They send Diesel Jones and his mercenaries to attack Kasnof for retribution.  But Iron Curtain was ready and was able to set up Markov, their heavy, in a defensive position which caught Diesel Jones’ by surprise, big time.  The attack failed and Iron Curtain escaped.


On the way back from the fight with Diesel Jones’, Iron Curtain is attacked by Wrench Joe’s coming from the village of Blacklight.  A minor battle follows.  After Stalin is found dead Iron Curtain retreats to regroup.


The Guilders feel that they have Iron Curtain on the run so they have the Urban Spiders attack.  Iron Curtain is hit hard by Cold, and even the use of vents is not enough to catch him. They retreat before any more gangers go down due to the sniper.


The Pit Slaves known as White Rock Gang (those that escaped from White Rock Quarry), attempt to injure Logan the leader of Wildrat Joe’s.  Logan tries to jump from one second story building to another but misses and is knocked unconscious. But before the Pit Slaves can take Logan out, they flee after their techno 22-Drop is injured and 75-Scrap-6 is captured.


White Rock Gang attempts a rescue mission for 75-Scrap-6.  It goes off without a hitch and they are able to rescue 75-Scrap-6 without any combat, before he is turned over to the Guilders to be executed for rebelling.











WAR!!!


	Wildrat:  It has only been two weeks since Rouge opened and it has already started a war in Kasu Valley.  In what seems like a bold move, the faction of Escher known as Vega’s, headed by Vega’s Dytex, led an attack on Rouge.  Vega’s had two other gangs fighting along side, Wildrat Joe’s, from a local faction of Orlocks called the Joe’s, and Anti Clan, the head gang of the Cawdors of Kasu Valley.  Apparently Rouge was prepared for an attack though, as Crimsyn Starr had gangs to help defend Rouge.  These gangs were Flashfire, the head of the Delaques of the area, and Blood Knights, from the other Orlock faction in Kasu Valley.


	The attack marks the largest battle ever fought in Kasu Valley.  There were about 55 people in the battle, and the battle lasted over four hours.  When the smoke settled the Blood Knights were the only gang left standing.


	The attack was a shock to many in the Wildrat.  Most took sides quickly, while holding their own opinions about who was to blame.


	“It is a shame that our Orlock brothers support [Rouge] who are openly revolting.  I feel they have forgotten why the Guilders have installed rules on the citizens of Wildrat,” Logan the leader of Wildrat Joe’s commented.


	Mercy, an Escher juve, commented after the opening battle “I Support Vega’s side.  The Rouge should be willing to take an attack if they get in the way of the business of another company.  It is the way of the Gemini Underhive.”  This is a true statement.  As we all know Uphive, we have allowed the underhivers to have an open economy in Gemini Hive, unlike in Hive Primus where the underhivers are mere slaves to the Guilders.  As we have seen this has reduced the violence of the underhive and allowed Houses to work together.  But this does not mean that all is well in our underhive.  In Kasu valley Escher and Orlock Houses have split, with fights frequently breaking out.  The Guilders have tried to propose peace in the recent attacks.  But the leaders of Rouge did not seem interested in peace negotiations.


	“We will defend Rouge if attacked.  We do not want a war with those opposed to us.  If the Guilders want to fight us they should fight us, not create a war in the name of Vega’s.  We will not listen to the Guilders when they offer peace in one hand and attack us with the other.” Crimsyn Starr remarked when asked why Rouge is not listening to proposed negotiations from the Guilders.


	When Guildmaster Lord Geld was questioned about the comments of Crimsyn Starr and the attack by Vega’s in general his official reply was: “We will not support one side or the other in the war on Rouge.  It is the way of Hive Gemini.  Companies are free to do business.  An attack on another company is seen as an internal matter, not one for the Guilders to deal with.  Unless we see an attack on Kasu Valley Citizens, we can not intervene in the matter.  All we can do is try to have both sides sit down and work out a business deal.  We have contacted the Imperial Guard of Necromunda, and they will send a unit to defend Wildrat citizens, if we need them.”


	As you can see the Guilders are neutral on the matter and are looking for a quick end to the war.  As for our readers I am sure they can not wait to find out what happens next.
