Public Performance, “Ain’t Got Long to Stay Here”: This performance dramatizes one of American’s most violent and inspiring times and the man who mobilized a generation of people and changed the world. 

School Day Performance, “Tribute to Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.”: In this program, Scott discusses Dr. Martin Luther King and the Civil Rights Movement and recreates some of Dr. King’s most inspiring speeches. 
Community Workshop, “Different Doesn’t Mean Wrong: Learning about Diversity”: As an educator at Tennessee State University and dealing with hundreds of diverse college students each year, Scott discusses how diversity has morphed from an issue about race to socio-economic, religious, and gender issues.

Project Description: As a son returns home from Iraq his grandfather recalls his victories at Normandy while a father becomes lost in his voiceless shame trying to forget Vietnam. Inspired by true stories, Carnes live theatrical performance makes meaning through conflict, captures understanding through provocative contemplation and unites audiences in common dialogue surrounding the universal journey of the hero in all. 

Community Workshop, “Veteran Readjustment”: Many of our war veterans experience an often silent, but always serious readjustment process upon their return home from the warfront. This workshop provides a unique opportunity to reestablish oneself back into the fabric of family, the workforce and the social position. Working with other combat veterans, soldiers will strengthen coping skills, secure re-alignment and foster leadership for post-war recovery periods.  

Evaluation of the series…

CTD will evaluate the success of the series’ goals using a combination of audience surveys, follow-up discussions with community leaders and organizations, and direct outreach to local educators.

Specifically, we evaluate the program through the following methods:

1. All people who attend the programs are encouraged to complete a probing survey about the performance they attend. Our programs consistently receive high ratings. These surveys evaluate the program itself, its effect on the community and the effect on the personal lives of those who attend the program. Survey results are available to sponsors after the performance. 

2. Attendance Models are used to help evaluate the program. We measure the total number of people who are able to benefit from this educational opportunity. Meeting or exceeding anticipated participation goals is an indicator of the programs success.

3. The Theatre's Outreach Advisory Committee also provides critical program evaluation. This is used not only to gauge the success of the current program, but also to build future programs. The Theatre's Outreach Coordinator works with this committee to refine and retool the program each year.

Survey results from some of the previous 

Pathways to Understanding performances…
SmokeScreen (2006-07)
Of the patrons who agreed to complete a decidedly-probing survey: 

· 77% rated the play as Good or better (rating scale from Poor to Very Good);

· 72% indicated that their life has been impacted by substance abuse (either the respondent or someone close to the respondent);

· 89% indicated that they attended the event together as child-parent/guardian;

· of the group that attended as child-parent/guardian, 97% consider themselves able to communicate on issues regarding drugs and alcohol;

· and finally, of the group that attended as child-parent/guardian, 76% indicated that they will feel comfortable or very comfortable discussing this play with either their parent or their child.

Wrecked (2007-08)

Of the patrons who agreed to complete a survey: 

· 94% rated the play as 4 or 5 (rating scale from 1 – 5 with 5 being the highest score);

· 97% felt that Wrecked was successful in bringing the community together;

· 100% said this play would encourage a discussion about the alcoholism or social drinking with their family or group;

· and 81% said that cultural diversity was important to them and their families.

Uprooted: The Katrina Project (2007-08)

· 95% of those who participated in our survey gave this performance an overall rating of four or five (5 being the highest score and one being the lowest).

· 99% said this performance was successful in bringing the community together.

· 95% rated the importance of cultural diversity as four or five.

· 96% rated their enjoyment of reality-based productions as four or five.

When asked about the major strengths of this play many survey takers commented on the reality of the situation, the hope and strength of the actors and the many ways in which they told their story. Some of the answers were:

· positive energy, sense of connection

· Beautifully written with reality. Just the fact that you all are showing this play shows people are aware that problems are still present in the Gulf Coast and that is most important.

· Different perspectives

· I really like the way they incorporated various genres of art, both performing and visual.

· Very inspiring and to the point

· Knowing we will overcome

· The way it prompted us to meet others and get more personal than just hello.
