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The artifacts in this portfolio, and the portfolio itself, are proof that I have a depth and understanding of technology operations and concepts. Since the beginning of my teaching career I have been know by my colleagues as someone they can go to for help in practically any area related to the district’s technology resources. While teaching at Cielo Vista elementary school I was the school’s technology coordinator for five years. In that capacity, with direction from the district level technology coordinator, I instructed staff in many new technology resources. During that time I helped the school district introduce Easy Grade Pro software, teacher maintained web sites and online grade books, Scholastic Reading Inventory, and other technology systems and services available to the teachers.

For over a ten-year period I have been in contact with the program at CSUDH and learned about many new applications that were used to create this portfolio. While I have a video promoting the use of Director as an authoring tool for portfolios, I used Dreamweaver to package this portfolio. Director was used to make the Weather Web pages and Family of Facts game. Additionally I was instructed to use InDesign, professional grade desktop publishing software and used it to make the newsletter.
