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The wide variety of artifacts are evidence of a combining of technology with teaching, learning and the curriculum. The primary artifact is a Quicktime movie of Kid Pix slides that my students created in a lab setting. The slides themselves were quite a process to produce because of all the skills needed to navigate the system operating system and the software application. It was very satisfying to include research documents I had completed for other classes. The flexibility of these assignments allowed me to use journal articles that pertained to technology-based education. The computer schedule is one that I developed for my own classroom and shared with other teachers. The schedule give flexibility to my small group instruction plans fits and is used on a daily basis in my classroom.
