Grant Application Guidelines

GENERAL GUIDELINES

The Kiwanis Club of Mountain View Foundation will consider grant requests that meet a critical health or human care need in the city of Mountain View. Grant awards should address the needs of children under the age of 18 or seniors age 60 and over.  Grant awards must have objectives that are time specific and measurable.

Grant requests must be submitted in writing, be no more than three pages in length (exclusive of attachments) and address the following:

· Organization name address, contact person/phone, and organization’s mission

· Describe the goal of the proposed project for which your group is requesting funding

· Describe the target group who will benefit from the project

· Describe how the group will benefit from the project include outcome objectives

· Describe how you have spent previous grant awards to specific project(s)

ATTACHMENTS

The following documentation is required as part of the grant request:

· Program budget, e.g. program expenses, revenues, administration costs, and/or materials

· Proof of 501 (C)(3) or copy of Federal Tax-exempt Notification Letter

· A list of the organization’s Officers and Board of Directors

REQUIREMENTS AND GENERAL INFORMATION

The Kiwanis Club of Mountain View will fund Capital Campaign projects that are consistent with our priority to provide services to low-income children, adolescents or seniors.

Grantees must submit a written report to the Kiwanis Club of Mountain View Foundation detailing how the funds were used, e.g. were the goals and objectives accomplished? How many people benefited from the services/ project and describe any new learning that was derived from the provision of the services/project.

Those who received funding last year and have not submitted reports please do so with application to retain eligibility for new funding.

Organizations must provide services to eligible persons regardless of race, ethnicity, religion, sexual orientation or gender.

· Deadline for submission of proposals is first day of December (postmarked).  Proposals must be mailed to the Kiwanis Club of Mountain View, P.O. Box 607, Mountain View, CA 94042.

· Funding recommendations will be presented to the Foundation Trustees at the December Board meeting.

· Grantees will be notified in writing of the grant award.

· Funds will be granted to agencies/organizations the last week of January at the Kiwanis Club of Mountain View luncheon meeting. Meetings are held at 12:00 noon to 1:30 p.m. at
