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PRIVATE PILOT CERTIFICATE
1.  The requirements to become a private pilot are not as restrictive as many students believe.  The Federal Aviation Administration has basic minimum requirements to become a private pilot:
2.  You must read, write, speak, and understand the English Language.

3.  There is no minimum age to take flying lessons, however, you have to be 16 years old to solo and 17 years old to receive a private pilot certificate.
4.  You need to have a 3rd class medical certificate issued by an aviation medical examiner.
5.  You will need at least 40 hours of total flight time.  Included in this is 20 hours of dual (with an instructor) and 10 hours solo.
6.  You will need to pass a written and practical test demonstrating your skills.
After these requirements are met, you will be equipped with the tools and ability to fly anywhere in the world.  This is an exciting adventure to undertake and it could be your reality.  Learning to fly is a great experience. FLIGHT TRAINING

The flight lessons are scheduled at your convenience with your instructor.  The duration of each lesson varies depending on what you and your instructor are working on.  KLH Aviation has developed our own unique training program divided into three stages.  Each stage is composed of individual lessons designed to meet the FAA requirements for flight training.
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STAGE I
The first stage is designed to prepare you to solo (which means flying without your flight instructor in the aircraft).  In this phase of your training you will learn basic flight maneuvers, takeoffs and landings, and complete some ground school.  At the end of this stage you will complete your first solo flight.

STAGE II
The second stage is focused on advanced flight maneuvers and cross country flying.  It is an exciting time because you will be flying to destinations like Las Vegas, Big Bear, and Catalina.

STAGE III
The third and final stage is in preparation for the FAA practical test.  You will review flight maneuvers, and finish your ground training.  At the end of this stage you will be ready to pass your check ride.

The total time to complete the flight training varies from pilot to pilot.  According to the national average it will take 57 hours to complete the certificate.  You should figure on flying at least twice a week.  Any less and your retention of skills may begin to deteriorate.  Above all remember flying is a fun endeavor. THE FLEET
We instruct in over 60 different aircraft, further divided into 13 types ranging from small single engine trainers to large, complex multi-engine aircraft. THE COST
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A KLH flight instructor costs $35 per hour for primary (private pilot) training and $40 per hour for advanced (instrument, commercial) training. Payments can be made by cash, check, or credit card.  Although the FAA requires only 40 hours of flight training the national average is 57 hours.  You will also have to pay for your FAA check-ride, a Medical certificate. And Pilot supplies.  The total cost will range from $4900 to $5500 dollars for EVERYTHING!

SUPPLIES
There will be a few tools you will need in order to get started down the path to your private pilot certificate.  The training supplies include books, study guides, and charts.  We provide a pilot kit including a flight bag, books, plotter, and flight computer for $119.00.  You will also have to purchase a few charts and FAA publications.
