5. Highlight all of your data so that the box behind it turns blue (hold down the mouse button while you click on all your data).

6. Click on the button at the top that looks like a bar graph.

7. Under “Chart Options” click on the X-Y Line button.

8. Click on the Labels button and name your graph “Ms. Seaman’s Trip Home” AND click so that there is no check mark next to the word Legend.

9. Move your graph all the way to the left side of the page my clicking your mouse on it and dragging it over to the left.

10. Click “Ok”

11. Go under File to print.

12. Print a copy of your graph and write your names at the top of the graph.

13. Turn in your graph to your teacher.
