Task Description:
Mr Lee borrows P dollars from a bank.  The bank charges Mr Lee a compound interest at r % yearly rate.  Mr Lee returns S dollars to the bank every year until all interest amounts and money borrowed are paid.  This means that,

at the end of the 1st year, Mr Lee owes the bank P1 =P ×(1+r %)-S dollars,

at the end of the 2nd year, Mr Lee owes the bank P2 =P1×(1+r %)-S dollars,

at the end of the 3rd year, Mr Lee owes the bank P3 =P2×(1+r %)-S dollars,

… etc., until Pn = 0.

Suppose P = 193800, r = 15 and n = 20.  Use a spreadsheet to find S.
