  I’ve also spent some time searching through the census records at the National Archives and the hall of the DAR (Daughters of the American Revolution).  

  I’ve had some successes, and I’ve also come up against some total blank walls.  I intend to keep using these resources as time and my ever patient wife permit.  

Where do we go from here…?

The two major problems in tracing the extended family that I am now up against are finding the father of Benjamin Franklin Phillips and Laura Robinson.  Benjamin Franklin Phillips was Grandpa William H. Phillips’ father and Laura Robinson was Grandma Tiney Ellen (Milam Phillips’ mother.  I know that Benjamin Phillips’ father was born in Tennessee and lived in Mississippi for a while, but I can’t find out whet his name was.  Laura Robinson may have been a sister of Mary I Robinson, one of the wives of Benjamin F. Phillips, but I haven’t been able to verify that.   If you have any information these two relatives, please let me know.
