2007 was a significant year for the Kununurra Cycle Club Inc. The restructure and renaming of the Kununurra Trihards: Kununurra Triathlon and Multisport Club Inc sparked new interest in what was a predominantly dormant club.  Sunday club rides began to attract more riders and soon people were looking for a little bit more from which the 2007 club calendar was born.

Kununurra Cycle Club staged eight events between the 5th of August and the 23rd of December varying between time trials, handicaps, a hill climb and the annual Wyndham pilgrimage. For a small club in what is relatively speaking a small town I was very impressed with the participation numbers. Only one event was cancelled during 2007 being the planned Christmas Criterium, this was due to the fact that almost every member of the club was either out of town or attending a Christmas party.

Kununurra Cycle Club received two forms of sponsorship during 2007, the first being in the form of support from Cycling WA; the waiving of our 2007 affiliation fee was very handy to help us get off the ground. The second being a “Healthy Club” grant from Healthway and Sports Medicine Australia. $800 was awarded to our club for the purchase of equipment to help our club and its members to remain healthy, sport safe, sun smart, smoke free and drug aware. Our new equipment will be arriving soon. 

Kununurra Cycle Club developed it’s own website utilising yahoo’s free facility Geocities. Although fairly basic it remains quite informative receiving approximately 350 hits since it’s launch.

2008 looks set to be an exciting year for the club, our calendar is sure to get the lungs working and the inclusion of social activities are bound to be entertaining. We are looking into the development of club uniforms and exploring the possibility of utilising the Coach in Residence scheme to bring an experienced coach to Kununurra to benefit our members. We will have a number of members participating in large events out side Kununurra including the Alice Springs Masters Games, for which we are currently seeking government travel assistance.
