1A to 1B) Bikini Tree, thin tree past the RHS of the big dark trucked 
cypress tree. 2A to 2B) Thin sapling to the RHS of the large Liquid 
amber tree trunk, past the green benches just over the driveway. 3A to 
3B) Aluminium bench, any part of the bench or between bench and back 
rest, not between legs of bench. 4a to 4B) Large pine tree at end of the 
row of trees that has two white spots on its trunk. 5A to 5B) top gate 
(gate upslope of driveway) any metal of gate, chain or hinges. 6A to 6B) 
Large gum tree at the end of the row of trees. 7A to 7B) White PVC 
Telstra pipe. 8A to 8B) Green trough, disk must come to rest inside 
trough.
