· Letters to officials, etc.  

Each person’s evidence may be different.  You may submit other types of evidence besides the things listed above.  The evidence or “proof” you have will depend on your project.

This should be in ESSAY format; about 2-3 pages in length.  
You must provide a self-reflection and analysis of your civic action project.  Did you accomplish your ultimate goal? What happened?  What obstacles did you run into?  How was your plan affected?  How did you adjust your plan?  Was it successful?  If it was not successful, why not?  What else can be done?  Was it enjoyable?  What could have been done better?  What can I do next?
