HOME GROWTH SCHOLARSHIP


Guidelines

The Home Growth Scholarship Program was established in 1988 to provide financial assistance to promising Kalamazoo area minority candidates pursuing careers in teaching.  Scholarship amounts vary according to the financial needs of the applicants and staffing needs of the district.

Eligibility Criteria

The applicant must be African-American, Hispanic, Native American or Asian American.

The applicant must be a resident of Kalamazoo or surrounding counties.  Preference is given to graduates of the Kalamazoo Public Schools (KPS) and current KPS employees.

The applicant must have experience working with youth in a leadership role.

The applicant must have a satisfactory high school record or show evidence of successful completion of college course work.  Preference is given to applicants who are already enrolled in a post secondary program.

The applicant must be pursuing a course of study leading to certification in teaching.

If selected as a scholarship recipient, the applicant must be willing to teach at least three years in the Kalamazoo Public Schools if offered a position upon completion of his/her teaching certificate.  Recipients must sign a contract outlining the specific terms of the teaching commitment and repayment of the award if terms are not met.

Personal goals statement



Two letters of recommendation


Official college transcripts  (Submit high school transcript if no college courses have been 


taken.)

Completion of the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is also a part of the application process.  This must be completed and mailed to the processing center noted on the form by March 1 for your Home Growth application to be considered.
