KPEF MINI-GRANTS FOR EDUCATORS PROGRAM

Guidelines
Thank you for your interest in the Kalamazoo Public Education Foundation Mini-Grants for Educators Program.  Application is open to any KPS employee, but the project must directly and actively involve students.  Proposals may be submitted by either individuals or teams.  Previous recipients may apply for mini-grants each year, but not for a project which received funding in the past.  Proposals denied in previous years may be resubmitted.  Different panels evaluate the proposals each year and the strength of the competing proposals varies from year to year.  

Applicants may apply for grants in any amount up to $750.  Mini-grant awards must be used by December 31, 2001.  Grant recipients will be required to furnish a final report at the conclusion of the project.  The final report must contain an evaluation of the project, an itemized financial accounting including receipts for purchases/services and color slides or black and white photos.  The cost of film may be added to your budget request.  A refund of any remaining grant moneys must accompany the final report.   

Each application is read and scored by a panel of reviewers including retired KPS educators, parents, community members and high school students.  To assure impartiality, each application will be assigned a number, and identifying information will be removed before the proposal is reviewed.  Members of the review panel will evaluate each portion of the proposal and assign points accordingly.  The point totals from the reviewers’ evaluations will determine which applications are recommended for funding. Applicants will be notified of the review committee's decision by mid December and will have a calendar year to complete their projects.

In general, the following will not be funded through this program:

     *  trips which are not an outgrowth of a specific unit of study

     *  computer hardware/software which does not have an application to a specific unit of study

     *  commercially prepared teaching materials

     *  programs, materials or equipment which are the responsibility of the school district

     *  programs for professional development

     *  KPS staff compensation

Completed mini-grant applications must be received in the KPEF office (Community Education Center, Room 214) no later than 5:00 PM on Monday, October 23, 2000.
