Book Review Guidelines
The scoring rubric I have posted is what will be used to asses your paper.  You will need to make sure you have the paper typed and double spaced with your name, date, and class in the upper right hand corner.  Don’t forget to print out the rubric. The paper should begin with a couple of paragraphs basically reviewing the book and discussing what you read.  This book should have some discussion/character in it that you are able to identify with in some manner. The people discussed often have emotional issues as well as drug and alcohol problems.  The main part of this paper will be you linking what you have read to YOU!  Choose three examples from the book.  Identify them and cite with a page number [Example: (Pinsky, pg #)].  Then discuss how it links to you.  Respect others identities if you are referring to someone other than you in your life, use fake names or just avoid naming all together. Then your next task is to link the book to the text.  There are a couple of chapter that we have covered which fit nicely with this book (personality, stress, healthy behaviors.)  Link the two textbooks with a minimum of TWO discussions where you cite your text book [Example: (Nevid & Rathus, pg 110).  The last couple of paragraphs should be a wrap up with a reflection discussion/summary of what you have learned. The paper should be approximately 2-3 pages long.  The paper is due _______________  Each day it is late is 1 point off of your total points.  I WILL NOT ACCEPT E-MAILED PAPERS!!!!!
