(1995) that suggest the Defining Issues Test (DIT) is reducible to verbal ability.  The 
approach involves using a full scale intelligence test (Kaufman Adolescent and Adult 
Intelligence Test) and comparing it to DIT scores, using a variable know to be 
associated with the DIT (Attitudes Toward Human Rights Inventory).
