DAY 10

WHATS ON: Students will be workshopping their drafts.  This is a way to help students to gain peer reviews of their work. And the students will be able to collaborate with one another about what makes an effective argument.  Also, this is a way to help students understand writing as a process.

WHAT TO DO: Students walk into the room and desks are arranged in groups of three pushed together.  Students are asked to take turn reading their papers aloud to their group members, while they take notes on the paper.  Once the reading is finished, the listeners are asked to comment on their peer’s work-what they liked, what they disliked, or became confused about, and some helpful suggestions to further develop the paper.  While the listeners are commenting, the reader is asked to take notes on the actual paper so that they may use it for revision purposes.  When this is finished, the students will be prompted with the second draft for their assignment.  This one is to be four pages, and is due on day 13.

HOMEWORK:  Make changes on the first draft of paper assignment based on your group member’s feedback, then email the group members with the new draft.  Also, read chapter 19 and 20.
