DAY 11

WHATS ON: Students will be creating a snapshot of a scene, and then will be asked to act out a segment of the story.  This is meant for the students be become more comfortable with the performance end of comprehending literature.  Students need to look closely at a text in order to understand how to perform it.

 WHAT TO DO: When students are seated, they are asked to turn to page 119, the scene where Elvis gets into trouble with the Colonel in the nightclub.  The class is asked how they would act out the scene.  Ideas are written on the board, then, they are asked to count off. Those with odd numbers are asked to stand in the front of the room, which is to act as a stage.  Those with even numbers are asked to place the odd numbers, who are now the actors in a snapshot of the scene that unfolds in the nightclub.  In order to do this, the directors, (even numbers) must determine who must play which part, and who must be extras in the scene.  When this is decided, the directions must create a snapshot of the instant when Elvis first is confronted by the Colonel. When the snapshot is complete, the actors are asked to act out the scene while reading from the text.  The directors are there to make sure that their actions are correctly displaying the emotions of the scene.

When the scene is complete, the class is asked to comment on what made the scene most effective to the audience.
