DAY 12

WHATS ON: In this lesson, the students will be asked to view video clips in order to identify filmmaking techniques that were observed on the WebQuest on the previous night.  During this time, the students will be filling out a K-W-L chart (with the Headings K-Know, W-Want to know, L-Learned) in order to organize the information learned in the past few activities.  Also, students are collaborating with one another through an in-class activity that requires students to share learned information provided by the previous night’s visit to the class WebQuest.

WHAT TO DO: Students will come in to the room with a television set-up in the front.  Students will be handed a blank K-W-J chart and asked to begin filling in the first column of the chart. They will be given five minutes to do so, then asked put them graphic aside.

The students will then be asked to observe three movie clips, from The Lord of the Rings, 
Rocky, and Point Break.  Then they will be asked to fill out a second organizer, (Attached) that asks the students to pick out techniques they had learned the night before on the film website that can be observed in the clips they are viewing.  And briefly explain how they were used.

When the film clips are finished, the class will be called on to share with their classmates what they found in each movie scene.  Students are invited to copy things that they had missed, but must do so in a different colored pen.  This way they can use the new information provided by their classmates to help fill out the second column of the K-W-L chart they began in the previous activity.  When the class is finished sharing their information with one another, the teacher will explain that the K-W-L chart is meant to be kept throughout the novel unit in order to help them understand their progress in the understanding of filmmaking.  They are prompted to refer back to the chart whenever a new question arises, or is answered when dealing with this subject. The end of the class period is spent allowing the students to fill out the new information provided by their peers into the graphic organizer.

HOMEWORK: Go on the class discussion board and talk about the film techniques used and how they would help to enhance the live performances done in class so far.  Also, read chapter 21
