DAY 13

WHATS ON: This lesson is intended to have students practice creating a storyboard.  They will be using this activity to help the students visualize the story told to Elvis by the King of the Beggars about how he got his scar (page 158).  In creating this storyboard, the students are being prepped for the performance project that is coming at the close of this unit.

WHAT TO DO: When students arrive, they are asked to take out their novels and to turn to page 158 and re-read the section where the King of the Beggars explains to Elvis how he got his scar. Large sheets of drawing paper will be handed out as well as markers, and the students will be asked to create a storyboard for this section of the text.  In this case, the students are allowed to change whatever they want, just as long as the meaning is not lost, the characters remain the same, and the storyboard would receive a PG-13 rating.  The students will have twenty minutes to complete this activity.  When it is finished, the students will then share their work with the class.
