DAY 4

WHAT’S ON: Students are doing some close reading in order to look into probable themes of the text based on the author’s use of punned repetition of the name Redemption.  Here students discuss the meaning of the word as well as the name and how it relates to possible deeper meaning within the text.

 WHAT TO DO: Students asked to turn to page 25.  A volunteer is asked to start reading in the middle of page 25 and finish in the middle of page 26 aloud.  The rest of the class is asked to join in every time Redemption appears.  

Students are then asked to discuss the repetition of the name Redemption.  Discuss what this name has to do with the themes of the novel so far.  Also, students will be asked to the chalkboard in order to record the interesting names that were found in the novel so far.  Each of these names is discussed in relation to the personality of the character.
