DAY 5

WHATS ON: Today the students are doing performance activities that help them to look closely at the text and visualize the actions within the novel.  Also, this is an opportunity to address the rape scene through language.  Students have the opportunity to express how the language provokes emotion in the text.

WHAT TO DO: Students are asked to turn to page 37.  Two volunteers are asked to come to the front of the room and read the conversation between Beatrice and Oye.  The rest of the class is invited to help to adapt actions for the two characters as they are speaking the lines.  A third student is also asked to come and read the narration in the front of the room as well.  

When this scene is completed, the students will be asked to raise their hands and discuss what actions worked best with what lines.  

Next, the students are asked to do a popcorn reading exercise for pages 62-63.  This is the exercise in which one student begins reading, and continues as long as desired, then, another is to pick up where he or she leaves off. Now, the class is to discuss the rape scene.  Students will be asked: Why is it in the book?  How does reading it make you feel? How does the language in the segment convey emotion in the scene?  Students are to go to the text and underline phrases that use figurative language in order to convey emotion.  

The class will end with the students breaking into pairs and discussing the phrases that were underlined, and how it creates the mood in this part of the story.

HOMEWORK: Students are asked to write a journal entry about the rape scene; either how it made him or her feel, or how the language created emotion.  This is to be submitted to the teacher only.  Read chapter 11-13
