DAY 6

WHAT’S ON: Students are asked to look at two portions of the book where gender roles are expressed.  In this lesson, the students have the opportunity to look into the culture of Nigeria by looking at the attitude of a character in the novel.  This culture is further explored when the students are asked to research gender roles on the WebQuest

WHAT TO DO: Students read starting on page 77 aloud as a class, the segment where Elvis is putting on make-up.  Next, students are asked to break into groups of four and find the last time in the story when Elvis put on make-up, and re-read this section as a group.  

As the students are in their groups and handout will be distributed as a means to guide the discussion.

When this activity is finished, the students will be asked to put their desks in a circle and discuss their own views on femininity and masculinity as represented in their own family life or cultural background.
