DAY 7

WHATS ON: Students will be participating in a Socratic seminar, which will help them to share their ideas as well as their found information about gender roles, especially those in Nigeria.  Also, students will be able to link the information learned to the motivations of the characters in the novel.

WHAT TO DO:   The desks will be arranged in a circle when the students walk into the room, and they will be asked to participate in a Socratic seminar based on the information gained in the previous day’s activity as well as the task completed on the webquest.  Students are asked to discuss gender roles in Nigeria, and how this is portrayed in Graceland, particularly, the chapter where Sunday hits Elvis for dressing like a girl, and the segment in which Elvis is putting make-up on before his performance.  

The teacher will be ready with a set of thought-provoking questions, based on the student’s contributions to the discussion board. The seminar will last the entire class, aside from five minutes at the end for the students to write a written reflection of the seminar.  In the end, the students will be handed out an assignment sheet for a short paper based on the last two days of activities.
