DAY 8

WHAT’S ON: Here the students are asked to prepare a scene based on a passage from Graceland.  They will be given a handout that lists the dialogue of the section, and it is meant for The King of the Beggars and Elvis; however, the students will be asked to create this scene using five group members.  How to execute this scene is all up to the students.  The point of this is to get the students thinking about creating action based on dialogue, and also to manipulate the words of a text in order to create a new work.

WHAT TO DO:  As the students walk into the classroom, the handout will be distributed, and they will be asked to break into groups of five.  The task will be explained, and the students will have fifteen minutes to create their scenes.  An emphasis will be on manipulating the dialogue so that five characters will be in the scene rather than just two. Then, each group will present their scene for the rest of the class.  As each group presents, students will be asked to record what they liked best about the scene and what made it unique from the others.
