WHATS ON: Today is the introductory lesson for Graceland.  This lesson is designed to have the class make predictions about the themes of the text and also to get the students interested in reading the book.  A very important quote was selected to analyze because it deals closely with the overall theme of Graceland.
WHAT TO DO: The class walks into the room, and on chalkboard is written, “As he walked, he realized, the only way out of this life was Redemption.” (Graceland, Pg. 189).  There will be a copy of Graceland on all the student’s desks.  The students are asked what they think might be the significance of this quote, based on looking at the exterior of the book.  

Students are asked to open up to page 183.  Teacher narrates, while the students take turns reading line by line of the dialogue aloud, while being urged to use the proper exclamations.  This activity will stop at the quote stated above (Pg. 189).  

The students are then asked to discuss what the significance of the quote; what they believe it might be, given what they’ve read so far.

ASSIGNMENT: Students will be asked to read chapter 1 and 2, and to visit the WebQuest homepage to complete task one.
