	Seventh grade science is an introduction to Biology. We will begin with the concept of the Scientific Method.  Our year will revolve around this key concept. This class is an Inquiry Based approach to learning. Your child will not only participate in hands-on activities, projects and labs to enrich his or her learning experience, but they will also design and conduct several of their own experiments as well. 


	Other units of study will include: Characteristics of Living Things, Human Body, Cell Biology, Genetics, Evolution, Classification (which will cover Bacteria, Protist and Fungi) and Ecology. The students will also be involved in MCAS preparation as well. 














	The purpose of homework is to prepare your child for the upcoming lesson or assessment. This is when the textbook is read, when the student practices concepts covered in class or when the student reviews for an assessment.  By doing the nightly homework, your child will be better prepared for class or the assessment. 


	I know your lives are busy, so I provide a monthly homework calendar. It will be passed out at the beginning of the month and posted on the website. Weekly homework will also be posted on the team website.


	 The daily homework should only take about 20 minutes each day. If you find it takes much longer than this, please notify me. I do not give homework on weekends, holidays or vacations. However, your child may choose to do his or her homework during these times if they wish to get ahead or have fallen behind.


	I ask that you see that your child does his or her homework directly in the Homework section of the red Science Notebook so that it does not get lost.
