KSHA General Meeting Minutes
January 22, 2005

The meeting was called to order by president Bruce Nystrom.  The minutes of the previous general meeting were read by acting secretary Judy Nystrom and approved by the membership.  There were introductions by everyone as well as recognition of Sandy Littell’s birthday.  

Bruce Nystrom presented the president’s report.  We had two KSHA sponsored shows last year and are planning on three next year.  This takes more time and volunteers and he encouraged everyone to help.  The Coliseum will be closed next year during show season so our shows are being moved to Hutchinson and Kingman.  
Judy read the treasurer’s report and it approved by the membership.  Our beginning balance was $10,638.70 with an ending balance of $11,502.70.  We had $21,437.27 deposits with $20,800.97 in expenses.  

Katie Yaverski, the 1st VP explained the expenses of the ribbons.  The Fall Classic will be 2 one-day shows at Kingman.  The Last Blast will be at Hutchinson.   A third show will be managed by Harlene Howey.  On April 16th, we have the possibility of putting on a judge clinic at Kingman.  Rod Cavinder has offered his expertise for this clinic.  It was discussed that we would need to act quickly on advertising if we go forward with the clinic.  It was moved that we proceed looking into having a clinic if this date opens up and let the executive committee proceed with plans.  It was moved and seconded.
Second VP Lynn Brown reported there are 87 reservations for the banquet.  All the ribbons and awards are here.  She thanked everyone for their help.  She presented the label that she was placing on all the perpetual trophies to identify the trophy as KSHA property and the need to be returned in good condition. 

Junior Advisors Joanna Tillman and Deb Harris presented the junior’s mascot, Chubby Chester.  There will be 10 director’s chairs present to kids that achieved the highest level in the incentive program.  There will be Royalty for next year to promote Junior KSHA.  Paula Garcia asked about lead line qualifying for royalty.  It was discussed and decided that another division will have to be made.  Deb and Jo encouraged parent participation next year.  They have applied for corporate sponsorships for their shows.  

Terry Craft, show coordinator, said the Kansas Appaloosa club has added a June 5th show.  There will also be a show in Lyons, Ks. in the new covered arena.  The Newton Saddle Club has added another show and would like to have it be double-judged if this rule is approved by the membership.  The Arab Club is looking for a facility and another date.  

In the secretary’s absence there was no report on the newsletter and website, but Bruce reported he had received many compliments about our website and the information available there.  

During the all-breed and rules committee report, chairperson Lynn Brown presented the rule and changes the committee recommended.  Doris Sloan asked about how to add a walk/trot reining to show schedules.  Olive Moehring suggested having a walk only class as a transition from lead line to walk/trot.  There was discussion about double judged shows and it was approved to allow double judge shows.  The board approved several changes for 2005.  (See attached ABRC minutes for changes.)
There was no old business.  In new business, the membership discussed starting a junior KSHA judging team.  Sheryll Marks volunteered to assist with both youth and adults wanting to learn about judging.  It was first mentioned to allow them in the arena with the approval of the judge, but not allowed to talk with the judge.  There was much discussion.  Sheryll proposed having people volunteer to ride their horses on break for the juniors and having the class at that time.  It was decided to table the discussion and pick it up at the next meeting.  

The nominating committee presented their slate of officers for 2005, which was unchanged from 2004.  The board approved the slate of  Bruce Nystrom, president; Kathy Green, secretary; Judy Nystrom, treasurer; Katie Yaverski, 1st VP, and Lynn Brown 2nd VP.  The new board members elected through 2007 are Becky Dillon, Jeff Harris, Harlene Howey, Joanna Tillman, Peggy Wright, Marie Sanger, and Diana VanDyke.  First alternate is Debbie Parks, and second is Margaret Toombs and Jill Wickham.  
There was no other business and the meeting was adjourned by Bruce.
