KSHA General Meeting Minutes
January 21, 2006
The 2006 General Membership meeting was called to order by President Bruce Nystrom.  Secretary Kathy Green provided copies of the minutes and they were approved as written.  
Bruce reported the results of the board elections.  New board members are Jenny Wright, Sandy Littell, Lynn Brown, Judy Nystrom, Carol Hull, Kathy Green, and Terry Craft.  Alternates are Margaret Toombs and Kellie Molzen.  The board presented the following slate of officers: Kathy Green, President; Jenny Wright, 1st Vice President; Diana Van Dyke, 2nd Vice President; Becky Dillon, Secretary; and Carol Hull, Treasurer. Harlene Howey moved to accept the slate of officers.  It was seconded and approved by the general membership.
First Vice President Katie Yaverski discussed the show schedule for 2006.  We have secured the following dates: May 6-7 at Hutchinson and July 8-9 for the Jr/Sr Show at Kingman.  We are still planning to have a Last Blast show and will investigate dates at Kingman, Lyons, and Topeka.

Second Vice President Lynn Brown shared her appreciation with all who have helped with the convention and banquet.  All the awards and ribbons have arrived and we are on track for a successful banquet.

Treasurer Judy Nystrom then gave the financial report.  We started 2005 with $11,502.70, had $16,780.66 in deposits, spent $14,083.21, and ended the year with $14,203.19, which is a $2,697.45 profit.  

Joanna Tillman then reported on the All-Breed and Rules Committee in Diana's absence.  The ABRC made the following recommendations, which were approved by the board:

· Page 37, Leadline section.  Change last sentence to read "Has not ridden in any other performance class requiring a gait other than a walk."  (add bolded wording)

· Page 30, Country Pleasure Division section.  Change last sentence from "75% on manners and performance" to "75% on manners and performance, presence, and quality,"

CJ Bickham moved and Harlene Howey seconded the motion to accept these changes.  The motion was approved.  

Joanna also brought two proposals approved by the board before the general membership.  The first was a proposal to remove the payback requirement for AA shows.  Peggy Wright moved and Carol Hull seconded this motion, and it was approved.  The second proposal was to add a $1 per horse/per show fee to the amount we charge member shows.  This fee would be effective starting in 2007, and in the meantime the definition of a "show" would be referred back to the ABRC for clarification.  Harlene Howey moved and Olive Moehring seconded this proposal, and it was approved.
Two issues that were referred to the All-Breed and Rules Committee from the board were the issues of establishing a KSHA scholarship and creating a list of prohibited trail obstacles.  

Show coordinator Terry Craft provided show schedules for 2006.  We are expecting to add a couple of more shows, so watch the Web site and newsletter for updates.  
Joanna then gave a report on the Juniors.  Youth sportsmanship forms are available and Joanna emphasized that any KSHA member of any age can nominate a Junior member for this award.  Joanna then noted that KSHA would be represented by the Jr KSHA Royalty at Equifest and encouraged the membership to let her know about other opportunities for these three to represent KSHA.  The Juniors will again be hosting the Spring Fling in April at Hutchinson, and Joanna noted that, in order to comply with the KSHA Bylaws of having the Junior KSHA President and Vice President represent the youth by serving on the KSHA Board of Directors, the youth would be electing those two offices at their meeting directly following the general membership meeting.

There was no Old Business so we moved on to New Business. Deb Parks suggested that KSHA have a tack sale as a fundraiser, and Marie Sanger offered to host the event at her barn.  Several members expressed their support of this idea and Deb and Marie offered to work on making this a reality. 
Throughout the meeting, door prizes were given away and every attendee received at least one prize.  These included Warren Movie Theatre Tickets, grooming supplies, gift certificates to Murray's (formerly Jamac) and Woodard Mercantile, a picture frame, horse treats, a sweatshirt, a KSHA membership, a lesson with Sheryll Marks, and a beautiful candleholder made by Artistic Iron (Butch Howey).  Lynn thanked the donors for their generosity.  

There was no other business and the meeting was adjourned.
