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	In this section of Part 3,Arjuna cannot see where his duty lies and is able to get rid of his illusions.  This is related to the idea of finding “enlightenment” in ones life.  He was not able to see his purpose or duty, therefore he saw what he was doing to be useless and not part of what he thought he should be doing.  This section also deals with the war and how there are people dying to fight the Pandavas.  Also in this section, Bishma dies after being struck by a thousand arrows.  They say that they can win the battle if they can drive Arjuna away from the battle, and they will do this by tricking him to go to the north and that Drona is going to turn on the Pandavas and trick them to ensure that they do not win the war.

In this section, Kunti wants to take Karna to the camp where the Pandazas and Arjuna are, and there she says that he will find his mother.  But Karna says that he knows that his mother abandoned him and does not want to see him.  He plans on killing Arjuna and nothing is going to stop him.

This section starts with Abhimanyu wanting to go with his father Arjuna into battle.  Arjuna says that he is too young and is not able to go to war. He says that he heard how to get into the disc but if they close he will not be able to get out.  He gets into a fight with Karna and Drona and dies.  Also in this section Krishna turns day to look night and tricks Arjuna’s army.  He then kills Jayadratha.

Aswatthaman and Karna get into a fight at night and they go to battle.  It is said that Ghatotkatcha will come and save his father when he needed it.  He says that he will save his father and defeat Karna.  Karna then kills Ghatotkatcha and his heart explodes and the sword disappears.  Krishna then says that Arjuna can kill Karna because he is able to see him in all of the darkness.

In this section Vyasa tells Drona’s son, Aswatthaman that he is going to die from Dhristhadyumna.  Drona knows that he is going to die and he does not resist Dhristhadyumna coming to kill him.  Drona and Arjuna then start fighting and Arjuna hits Drona, but they continue to fight.  Bhima tells Arjuna that he has killed an elephant names Aswatthaman and he then tells Drona who then gets his head cut off by Dhristhadyumna.

Salya asks Karna if he is looking for a driver and then says that if Karna trusts him with the horses he will be able to win the war.  Karna insists that he can defeat Arjuna and that he will give whomever brings him to him all of the riches and wealth he could ask for.  Arjuna then says that he will kill whoever calls him a coward or does not trust him, even if that means killing his own brother.  There is a big change in the character of Arjuna, but as the story goes along, he is able to adapt to what is going on in order to control the outcome.  And Arjuna asks Krishna to stay with him.

In this section Bhima comes to Vyasha and says that he hasn’t stopped fighting for 3 days and very beat up and asks why they are still fighting.  Vyasha says that there would be no victory if he stopped the battle.  Dushassana comes to kill Bhima and he asks to spare his life, and then Bhima flips him over and kills him and eats his intestines.  Then Karna starts to fight Arjuna.  Karna then has to free his wheel and they want Arjuna to attack, but he wont according to the rules of honor.  And Arjuna kills Karna.

Bhima talks about how savage man is, but that no one can escape from it.  They all talk about the mistakes that people had made in their lives like the gambling.  Two hunters appear.  The lake that they are near is made of hard transparent water and Duryodhana is in the water.  He is weak and he says he needs rest.  He then has to fight Bhima, but he is allowed to pick his weapon.  Bhima shoots him in the leg.  Shortly after, Duryodhana dies.  Aswatthaman has killed all of Draupadis sons.

The boy wants to know why this is the story of his race and he is told that he is born after centuries and centuries and that they winn have to deal with more wars like this one and things that people have to deal with but that people need to do what they can.  The boy asks Krishna questions but he is unable to answer and he dies.

In this section, Gandhari is able to see and the section is a description of the surroundings.  Kunti says that she has taken off the bind, but she doesn’t.  He is able to see Kunti.  But with this ability, it shows that he is better than her now and shows that she has a sort of respect for him.  They both walk into the flame along with Dhritarashtra.

Yudhishthira appears and says that he is looking for the gate of paradise.  He says that he has come alone, but he cannot leave the dog that he had, but the messenger will not let him in.  Vyasa says that the dog is another form of Dharma and they are allowed to come in.  They see Duryodhana and he is happy that it is over.  He is then taken to where his brothers are, and he sees them.  They are being tortured and he says that he will stay there with them and not go with the gods because it brings comfort to his family.
