	· Leading villain of Texas history

· Supported Emperor Agustin de Iturbide 

· Rebelled against the government, gained considerable backing

· 1833; president of Mexico in a democratic election.  Pronounced himself dictator

· After his return to Mexico, Santa Ana participated in the Mexican War and in 1853 sold territory to the United States including that area known as the Gadsden Purchase

· Exiled from Mexico, but allowed to return a few years before his death in 1876

· Santa Ana promptly annulled Gómez Farías's reforms and abolished the constitution of 1824

· The authoritarian principles that underlay Santa Anna's rule were subsequently codified in the constitution of 1836

· Mexico became a centralist regime in which power was concentrated in the president and his immediate subordinates

· States of the former federal republic were refashioned as military districts administered by regional caudillos appointed by the president

· Property qualifications were decreed for congressional officeholders and voters

· Zapotec Indian who served two terms as Mexican President

· Became lawyer in 1834 and a judge in 1842

· Sent into exile because of his objections to the corruption of Antonio Lopez de Santa Anna

· Returned to Mexico in 1855 

· Joined with the opposition Liberales

· Chief justice and vice-president of Mexico

· Led Mexican opposition to the French invasion and imposition of puppet emperor Maximilian of Habsburg

· Abolished military and church fueros

· Led to great unrest in Mexico and actually split the revolutionaries of ayutla

· 1856
· Prohibited civil corporations and the Catholic Church from holding real estate or speculating in real estate

· Only properties the church could own were those necessary for religious services

· Goal: weaken the financial hold the church had on Mexico

· Unicameral legislature was set up

· Ley Juarez, Ley Lerdo, and Ley Iglesias were incorporated into the constitution

· Bill of rights created

· Mexicans had the right to carry arms, to have bail if arrested and habeas corpus

· Mexican statesman

· Known to some people as the hero of modern Mexico

· Losing to Benito Juarez in the presidential election of 1871

· Diaz charged fraud and led a revolt against the government

· Diaz lost once again in the presidential election of 1876, but he refused defeat and rose against Lerdo

· Gained him presidency

· Banned the poor from the cities so that the foreigners would not see them

· 1911: Diaz forced to flee the country

· Died in exile

	The Liberal Plan:

Constitution of 1917:
	· Written in the state of Morelos by Pascual Orozco

· Central platform that every feuding genral could agree on for what was Mexico's best move after the removal of Porfirio Diaz and the execution of the corrupt Francisco Madero

· Land reform issues addressed in the plan include an allotment of communally-owned public space to any peasant farmer who could work the land

· The actual employment of this plan came 6 years after its being written

· Madero denounced the illegality of the elections and refused to recognize Porfirio Díaz as president

· Declared himself provisional President until new elections were held

· Promised that the land would be given back to those who had lost it

· Urged the people to defend effective suffrage and called for the non-reelection of Presidents

· Called on the people to rise up in arms on November 20th, 1910, to remove the dictator from power
· The draft did not contemplate a radical agrarian reform

· For labor it limited itself to proclaiming the “right to work” and the right of workers to form organizations for “lawful purposes” and to hold “peaceful” assemblies

· Article 3: struck a heavy blow at church control of education by specially forbidding “religious corporations” and “ministers of any cult” to establish or conduct schools

· Article 123: dealt with rights of labor

· Article 27: dealt with property rights
