Assignment #1 (XHTML)

You are required to create 6 XHTML documents where each document will have a proper title describing it.   

1. The 1st document will contain your name on the top of the page, something about you, some images and your email at the bottom.  Use a clickable image as an e-mail link.  Also, it will contain links to the other XHTML documents and links to your favorite sites on the Internet.  Use the ordered list tags with these links.  Make sure if the link is to another site on the Internet it will open in a new browser otherwise it will open in the same window.
2. The 2nd XHTML document contains the following:

· Your school schedule in a table.  The table will have a caption below it describing it.  The 1st row will contain the title:

      “ KING SAUD UNIVERSITY”  

“College of computer and information sciences”

· An ordered list of courses you’re taking this semester.

· Basic information about your major.

· The classes you plan to take next semester.

3. The 3rd XHTML document contains a map of the K.S.A. with 3 hotspots which are located at the following water regions: Red Sea –Arabian Gulf – Arab Sea. These hotspots will internal links to subsections on the same document having some information of these water regions.  Make sure that you have a link under each paragraph of each sea to the top of the page ( i.e. to the map).
4. The 4TH XHTML document uses framesets as follows. There are three frames, call them frame1, frame2, and frame3 (but make up your own names) that partition the browser window as shown in the figure below. There are three files, which we’ll call file1-file3, but make up your own names. The contents of these files are :

· File1: 3 clickable images to your index file, another to Saudi map and the last to your school schedule (6th XHTML document). 
· File2 : KSU logo ( an image file)
· File3: Your favorite activities (5th XHTML document)

When the page is loaded, file1 is displayed in frame1, file2 is displayed in frame2, and file3 is displayed in frame3.  When the user clicks the clickable image for Saudi map it will load in Frame 3 and clicking any of its hotspots will scroll down to the information of the city in the same frame.  When the user clicks the button for school your schedule will load into frame 2.  Finally when the user clicks for your main page (index.html) that page it will load into a full browser window.
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Note:The first  document will be your index file, so save it as index.html
