The U.S., on Wednesday, March 19, entered into war with the country of Iraq.  The primary mission is to unseat Saddam Hussein, Iraq’s incredibly cruel dictator/president.  Although there are many supporters of this war, such as Great Britain, the U.S, Spain, and Portugal, there are also those countries that are opposed to the war, like France, Germany and Russia.  The war, named “Operation Iraqi Freedom”, is presumed to be short, but recent retaliatory attacks may extend it.  During the onset of the military operation, an important Iraqi building was destroyed, leading to rumors of Hussein’s death.  As these rumors have not been confirmed, the attack on Iraq will continue, and will hopefully lead to the liberation of the Iraqi people.  Most recently, it was discovered on Sunday, March 23rd, that Iraqi soldiers had captured several U.S. soldiers. So far, over 600 Iraqi soldiers have surrendered or have been captured. Some of the wounded coalition soldiers were flown to Ramstein AB and then were sent to Landstuhl Hospital. So far there have been almost 30 U.S. casualties and over 50 wounded. Iraqi casualties are more than 500 plus number of civilians killed.


In a more local aspect, Landstuhl Regional Medical Center currently overlooks the American troops injured in battle in Iraq.  At our school, the KAHS Rainbow Club collected money this past week to support these soldiers.
