Female cadets, remember that you may wear the semi-formal uniform (white blouse) or a (prom-type) gown.  Male guests must wear semi-formal uniform, suit, or Sport coat with tie.  Female guests will wear semi-formal uniform or gowns, the same as our female cadets.

     All cadets, please remember to wear the uniform properly.  Hats must be worn outside with all uniforms except semi-formal uniforms. No civilian coats are authorized to be worn over the cadet uniform.

     When off campus and not on military base (such as a civilian bus stop), you must either be in civilian clothes or wear the all-weather coat with no rank, patches or insignia.  Remove the hat to prevent being noticed, but put the hat back on upon arrival to campus or a military base.  The purpose is to prevent drawing attention to yourself as an American in uniform.
