The new principal, Ms. Torres and the staff have been working really hard over the summer to make some changes within the school to improve our academic system. 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In the fourth grade we use Open Court Reading program.  Throughout the year we will be concentrating improving students’ reading comprehension, fluency, and grammar skills.  The first unit theme is Risk and Consequences.  Students will explore the different types of risk people take in their everyday lives and the consequences that transpire from taking those risks.  
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In the first quarter students will be learning the difference between prime and composite numbers.  To do this they will be brushing up on their multiplication skills.  Students will also review place values and learn how to read, write, and work with numbers through the millions.  My goal is also to teach students the concept of fractions, so that they can compare them (which fraction is larger or smaller) with ease.  
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Our state, California, will be the focus this year.  Students will learn about California’s location, its’ regions, resources, people, and history.  The missions are also one of the main focuses.  We ask students to make models of a mission they are going to report on.  However, the mission model is optional.
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Starting in the fourth grade students will be tested on three specific areas in science.
