1.  Website:  www.funbrain.com
Grades: K-8

Discipline(s):  This website focuses on language arts (grammar, reading, and writing), math, art, music, and science.

Description:  This website allows the students to strengthen their math,

grammar, and science skills with interactive games.  The grammar games are 

fun and engaging because the students earn points for correct answers. When 

the answer is incorrect the computer explains why it was incorrect.  It reviews 
nouns, verbs, plurals, adverbs, adjectives, etc.  After every round, the students 
have a chose of playing the game again in an easier or more challenging 
setting.  The website also has books online to promote literacy.  Students can 
choose from a small selection of silly books to read.  Funbrain also has a lot of 

math games that the students can play.  The math games focus on addition, 

subtraction, multiplication, division, etc.  There is also a link to Sudoku 

games.  This website does not only focus on math and language arts, but also 

have interactive activities in other academic areas like art, music, and science.

2. Website:  www.poetry4kids.com
Grades:  K-6

Discipline(s):  Language Arts (Poetry)

Description:  Poetry4kids is a website that promotes all types of poetry to young students.  One of the main links focuses on funny poems that will make anyone laugh.  It has an array of activities that engages and introduces the art of poetry to young readers and writers.  To do this, the creator (Kenn Nesbitt) developed a link that allows students to find rhyming words and poetry games that make poetry interesting to students.  It also has links to other websites that help students develop vocabulary.  For example, there are links to dictionary.com, thesaurus.com, and other rhyming websites.  There are various links to other poetry websites and poetry contents where students can submit their work.  Teachers can also find poetry lessons that are motivating and fun. 

3. Website:  www.magickeys.com
Grades:   K-8

Discipline(s): Language Arts (reading)
Description:  Magickeys.com is a small sight that promotes literary by posting books online.  Students can go to this website and choose a book to read online.  The books are all fully illustrated and the print is easy to read.  For younger children, there is audio that goes with the books.  The website provides links about home schooling, phonics, grants, rare books, and other teacher resources.  This website is good because the younger children who cannot read are read to.  Those who can’t afford books have a good selection to choose from.

4. Website:  www.brainpop.com
Grades:   3-12

Discipline(s): Language Arts, Math, Science, Social Studies, Art, Music, and Health.
Description:  Brainpop.com is a website for teachers and a subscription is required.  However, it is a great resource.  There are enticing, silly movies that are very informative on a huge variety of educational topics.  Each topic has movies, comic strips, or experiments that engage students.  At the end of each activity there are quizzes students could take.  To make life easier for teachers the website provides printable worksheets that correlates with the content taught.  Brainpop contains about 600 animated movies and comic strips.  Another version of brainpop.com is brainpopjr.com and they cater to grades K-2.
5. Website:  www.pbskids.org
Grades: PreK- 2

Discipline(s):  Language Arts, Math, Health, Art
Description:  Different characters that children see on PBS shows are the attraction to this site.  Children can choose from any of the 30 characters that are displayed on the homepage.  This interactive site allows children to enjoy learning with their favorite character.  Online books promote literacy.  Interactive math and language arts games motivate the children.  Children can practice their alphabet recognition, phonics, rhyming words, counting, shape recognition and many other skills.  There are printable coloring pages, interactive art activities promotes creativity, hygiene, and social lessons.  The most enjoyable part of the website is the sing along songs that reinforce the days of the weeks, months of the year, importance of bathing, appropriate social interaction, etc.  There is also a link for teacher resources for grade K-12.
6. Website:  www.discoveryschool.com
Grades: K-12
Discipline(s): Science, Language Arts, Art
Description:  This website offers a great deal of resources for teachers in the areas of science.  Along with the wealth of information on science, there are links to language arts and art lessons.  However, the website focuses on lesson plans that helps motivate students and allows them to think critically and act as scientists.  Under the curriculum link teachers can find ideas to engage students, hands on activities, ideas for projects, word play, glossary, and quizzes on subjects like magnetism, genetics, electricity, solar system, etc.  Discoveryschool.com also has links for teachers from grades K-12 that focuses on every subject from ancient civilization, and world history to language arts and math.  The lessons are well written and easy to follow.  The brain boosters link is also fun.  It posses questions that are challenging and the answers are also posted just in case the teacher doesn’t know the answer either!  The website posts science fair information for students to enter.
7. Website:  www.cosmeo.com
Grades:  K-12
Discipline(s):  Math, Language Arts, Health, Science, Social Studies, Art
Description:  A subscription is required to use cosmeo.com, however, it is worth the money.  The website provides homework help in all subjects.  A child simply has to sign on and click on a topic and choose the textbook that they are using.  A teacher reteaches the lesson to the student.  The child can effectively do research on this site because there is a wealth of informational articles and videos on all subjects.  Subjects are easy to find because the 30,000 videos are organized by grade level and subject matter.  The most interesting part of this website is the interactive games.  For example, students can build a volcano online.  Students can also find images that pertain to their course study.  These visuals allow students to make connections with the subject matter. 
8. Website:  www.bookpals.net
Grades:  Pre K -5
Discipline(s):  Language Arts (reading)
Description:  Bookpals.net was created by the Screen Actors Guild Foundation to promote literacy among young children.  The website has a wide selection of books that are read by actors.  As the actors read the books illustrations of the story is projected on the screen.  For each story there are related activities children can complete afterward.  All activities are specifically related to the story.  Some ask children to retell the story in their own words and to make connections with the story to their own lives.  Some activities ask children to come up with their own stories and to share them.  The activities download section contains a brief biography of the actor and the author of the book.  The organization offers a phone service where children can call a number and have an actor read a book to them.  An adult can also make a request for an actor to come out and read to the class or school.  To encourage writing and creativity the site gives children the opportunity to write their own stories and learn how to illustrate them.

Grades: K-6
Discipline(s):  Science, History, Geography
Description:   This website has a link to interactive activities where children can go on adventures with John Smith of Jamestown, learning about the history and colonization of Virginia.  Children can also go on a safari adventure in Africa, Yellowstone, and Antarctica.  There’s a link to geography memory game that teaches the names of the seven continents of the world.  Geospy is another game that gives children 180 seconds to identify where the fifty states are.  When there is an incorrect answer the computer shows where the state is actually located.  The brain teaser link covers a variety of subjects.  It has quizzes about the Incas civilizations to topic about animals’ habitats.  The site is rich in videos about animals, the ecosystem, natural disasters, etc.  It is rich in resources for teachers, parents and students on the different types of animals that live in the world.  Almost every animal has a link that gives information on their environment, food, habitat, etc.

Grades: 3-12
Discipline(s):  Science  

Description:  Ology focuses of the many different studies in science.  For example: biology, anthropology, archeology, paleontology, etc.  Each link takes students to the different subject of science.  They learn about famous scientists who have contributed to that particular study.  This website is very informative.  The student can choose a subject area that they are interested in and learn a lot about it.  The activities are specific to the discipline.  Some links have activities that ask students to draw and record their data just like scientists would if they were out in the field working.  Some activities ask students to write stories based on the pictures posted on the site.  The site also has interactive activities that allow students to explore species and living things in the city and wildlife.  The Biodiversity link is an interactive game that teaches students about the ecosystem of the forest, river and bai.  On this site students can become geologist and learn about the earth or astronomer and learn about the solar system and stars.  The site has a lot of information in every field of science for students to explore.
