Artists of the Northern Renaissance

A. The Northern Renaissance began in the 1400’s

B. It included northern France, Belgium, and Spain.

C. There were many talented Flanders artists in the 1400’s.

Northern Humanists

A. Like the original Humanists, the northern Humanists stressed education and classical learning. 

B. Desiderius Erasmus, a famous Humanists in Dutch, used his knowledge and language to produce the Latin edition of the New Testament. 
C. Sir Thomas Moore was a great humanist who wrote “The Utopia”

Literature of the Northern Renaissance

A. Many people in the northern Renaissance used the modern language of their countries.

B. The French humanists had varied careers, such as monks and Greek scholar. 
C. Shakespeare wrote 37 plays between 1590 and 1613
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Abuse in the Church

A. Beginning in the late Middle Ages, the church started getting into bad affairs.

B. During these times, Popes lived a lavish lifestyle.
C. To finance church projects, the churches started charging to have marriages and baptisms. 

Luther’s Protest

A. Protests against the church started to grow during these times. 

B. In 1517, it escalated into a full scale revolt.

C. During these times as well, priests started selling indulgences, which people paid to get there soul to heaven.

Spread of Lutheran Idea’s
A. Luther’s ideas found a home in Northern Germany
B. It was believed by many people because the clergy believed that it would stop the corruption of the church

C. The peasants looked at Luther’s believes to gain support for social and economic change

John Calvin

A. John Calvin was the leader reform after Luther.

B. Calvin taught the idea that God has already determined who would gain salvation.

C. In 1541, a city-state named Geneva asked Calvin to come and teach their town.
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Radical Reformers

A. As the reformations kept on rolling, many new Protestant sects were founded.
B. Some of these people sought social change as well as religious change.

C. Most of these people were very peaceful men and women, and did not want to fight.

The English Reformation

A. In England, the reformations were being called as early as the 1300’s.

B. Henry, though, was denounced by the church when he asked for a divorce from his wife. 

C. Between 1536 and 1540, Henry shut down all monasteries and churches.

Elizabeth I Restores Unity to England

A. Elizabeth was a very popular leader.
B. 6 months after taking the throne, Mary believed Elizabeth was plotting against her, and had her imprisoned.

C. When Elizabeth took the throne, she had an idea of religious compromise.

The Catholic Reformation

A. As the Protestant Reformation was going, a Catholic Reformation was starting up.

B. To point a direction of the reformation, the pope made a Council of Trent

C. To protect the Catholic’s from Protestant ideas, the Inquisition was strengthened.

Widespread Persecution

A. During this era, persecutions were widespread

B. Many people hunted witches, and if they believed someone was a witch, they would be burned.
C. Jews were one of the most affected religion, as many of their people were killed for their beliefs. 
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Changing Views of the World

A. By the 1500’s and 1600’s, many views of the world shifted to religious teaching, and not to scholars.

B. In 1543, Nicolaus Copernicus made a theory that the sun was the center of the universe. 

C. Most people dismissed this theory because it went against the churches teachings

Newton Ties It All Together

A. Newton was becoming one of the greatest scientists as early as college.

B. By age 24, he had a theory on how the planets moved the way they did.
C. To many, Newton’s ideas blended with physics and astronomers to create the idea of gravity

Bacon and Descarts

A. The new theories that scientists were coming up with changed the world thought about many things.

B. 2 people, Bacon and Descartes, dismissed the ideas of Aristotle’s, and proved them wrong.

C. Thinkers like these two people helped bring things into a new age.

A World of Progress and Reason

A. The Enlightenment grew out of the Scientific Revolution of the 1500-1600’s.

B. Scientific successes helped create confidence in the power of reason.

C. Many natural laws were being found during this time.

Two View of the Social Contract

A. In the 1600’s, two men help spark idea’s that help start the Enlightenment

B. One man, Hobbes, stated that all people were cruel and mean, so there needed to be a social contract between state and people.
C. Locke stated that all people had natural rights, and wanted power to be spread with many people.

Montesquieu Spirit of the Laws

A. During the 1700’s, France saw a increase in Enlightened thoughts.

B. In 1748, he released “The Spirit of the Law”, which discussed governmental ideas.

C. He believed that each branch should keep the others in check.

The World of Philosophers
A. In France, people used the Enlightenment to apply methods to science and improve society.

B. The philosopher Voltaire defended the freedom of thought for all people

C. Denis Diderot worked for 25 years to create the worlds first encyclopedia.

Rousseau: A Controversial Figure
A. Rousseau was the most controversial philosopher of his time.

B. He believed all people in their natural state were good, but were corrupted by unveil forces. 

C. He also put faith in the general will of people

Limited “Natural Rights for Women”

A. During the Enlightenment, free and equal applied to everyone but women, and they did not have any natural rights.
B. By mid 1700, a small group of women were fighting these ideas.

C. Wollstonecraft was one women who fought this, and even wrote a book on why women should get equal rights.

New Economical Thinking

A. Some thinkers focused of economical reform.

B. They believed in the policy of laissez faire, which allowed businesses to work with little to no government influence.

C. Adam Smith believed that the economy should be a free market.
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The Challenge of New Idea’s

A. The ideas of the Enlightenment spread through all levels of society.
B. While it spread, people started to challenge old ideas

C. During the Middle Ages, the people believed everything told to them, but now, people questioned them.

Salons

A. Salons were meeting where people would talk about art, sculpture, and other social things.
B. By the 1700’s, some middle class women started holding these events.

C. These meetings help spread Enlightened ideas.

Enlightened Despots

A. Discussion on Enlightened ideas theories enlivened the courts of Europe.

B. Catherine II read the words of philosophers and let them help him.
C. The most radical enlightened despot was Joseph II.

The Arts and Literature

A. During the 1600’s and 1700’s, the arts evolved to meet changing taste’s.

B. In the mid 1700’s, artists developed a rococo style.

C. During these times, the musical tastes also changed.

Lives of the Majority

A. Most Europeans were untouched by middle-age culture.
B. Present life varied across Europe. 

C. Despite technological advances, many people still lived the same.
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Global Expansion

A. Even for its small size, Britain was a leading country in Europe.

B. Britain was usually on the winning side of most battle it fought.

C. Also, its climate was good for doing business in because people could easily travel there.

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The 13 English Colonies

C. The countries housed many different religions and ethnicities.

C. In April 1775, the war began between the U.S and Britain.

The American Revolution
