A Land of Great Potential

A. Europe is pretty small, but has been an enormous impact on the modern world.
B. Europe in the present day lies on the western end of Eurasia, a landmass that streaches from Portugal all the way to China.

C. Europe has many great resources, such as crops, minerals, and the sea’s surrounding Europe.

Germanic Kingdoms

A. The tribes of the Germanic Kingdom were farmers, as well as herders, and there culture was very different then that of the Romans. 

B. They lived in small communities all around the lands, being governed by unwritten customs. 

C. One of the largest communities, the Franks, began being lead by Clovis, an energetic leader, and followed his lead to conquer many different places, including Gaul.
Islam: A New Mediterranean Power

A. Islam emerged from Arabia in 632.

B. The Islam’s succeeded in capturing many Christian kingdoms.

C. During these times, the Christians always looked at the Muslims with anger and anxiety.

The Age of Charlemagne

A. Charlemagne was the founder of a country that streached across France, Germany, and parts of Italy.
B. He spent most of his time as leader fighting people, including Muslims, Saxons, and the Lombards.

C. Charlemagne ruled over his country, but appointed nobles to help him control the country.

The Revival of Learning

A. Because Charlemagne could read but not write, he had nobles write reports about the times at hand.

B. To increase the learning of the nation, Charlemagne started his own school, and ask the respected scholar Alcuin to teach the school.

C. Alcuin then hired scholars to help copy ancient writings, including the Bible.

Charlemagne’s Legacy

A. After Charlemagne’s death in 814, the empire started to crumble.

B. In 843, Charlemagne’s grandson drew up the Treaty of Verdun, which split the empire into 3 parts. 

C. Charlemagne left many great things, such as the spread of Christianity to different parts and set up a strong government

New Attacks

A. After the defeat at Tours, the Muslim’s kept pressure on Europe. 

B. A new people, the Magyars, settled in present day Hungry and started taking over Europe.

C. When the Vikings came to Europe, they easily took over many parts of Europe, and helped increase trade with the people

Section 2

A New System of Rule

A. During the time of all the attacking nations, a new system of government, called feudalism, was founded.
B. In this system, noble landowners give plots of land to peasants, in exchange, they gave there protection and loyalty to the noble.

C. The peasants also agreed to work 40 days of military service per year, certain money payments, and advice. 

Lords, Vassals, and Knights
A. Everyone had a place in a feudalism system.
B. The Monarch was at the top of the list, while the peasants were at the bottem.

C. One problem was, some people would pledge loyalty to many lords, and this would lead to fights between lords. 
The World of Warriors
A. Many of the nobles fought at all time, most of the time over their lands. 
B. Training to be a knight started at age 7, where they were sent away to train

C. The training usually ended at age 21, when they were finally given the title of knight.
The Manor

A. The manor was the lords estate, which usually included 1-2 villages and surrounding land.

B. Many of the peasants of the manor were bound to the land they worked.
C. The peasants were given small plots of land to work for their own, but in return they had to pay the lord back with some of their harvest.

Daily Life

A. The life of a peasant was very tough.

B. They worked long hours, and worked 7 days a week.

C. They usually ate black bread with a vegetable for meals.

Section 3

A Spiritual and Worldly Empire

A. After the fall of Rome, the Christian church split into the western and eastern churches.
B. The western church was lead by the pope and named the Roman Catholic Church.

C. They had their own army, which they used to capture more land and convert more people

The Church and Daily Life

A. Most Christian people had no contact with the pope at all, instead meeting with local priests, who watched over their religious life.

B. Some villages even revolved around the church for their daily routines.

C. To support itself, the church made all Christian people pay 10% of what they made to the church.
Monks and Nuns

A. Men and Women left their daily lives to become monks and nuns.

B. The Benedictine Rule was a set of rules that each monk and nun had to follow.

C. Monks and Nuns did many other things then just worship there gods, such as tending to the sick and teach schools

Reform Movements

A. After the church grew to its peak, the ideas of the church started to crumble.

B. The reform started when Abbot Berno revised the Benedictine rules, saying that nobles could not interfere with the church, and finding new, pure Monks and Nuns
C. A different approach was taken by friars who traveled around preaching the word of God.
Jews in Western Europe

A. Medieval Rome was home to many different Jewish communities.
B. In their new homes, the Jews flourished, doing more art and literature then ever before.
C. Also during this time, the first cases of anti-Semitism were seen, which is the killing of Jews for no reason.

An Agricultural Revolution

A. During 1000 AD, many new faming techniques were being used and practiced by the people.

B. They had the newest technology, such as iron plows and harnasses that let them use horses.

C.  These new inventions helped improve productivity and get them more money
Trade Reviews

A. Because many people needed things they could not make on a manor, there was a boom in trade.

B. During this time, new trade routes popped up in many different places.

C. This increase in trade also helped start many new towns and villages

A Commercial Revolution

A. An increase in trade lead to more money in the people, so many banks started popping up at this time as well.

B. During this time, money started being used to pay lords instead of paying with crops or other goods.

C. This is also the time the middle class started coming into play

Role of Guilds

A. Because new businesses started popping up, new guilds emerged, which are a group of the same businesses that formed to protect each others business.

B. To become a member of a guild, it meant many years working in the profession, starting at apprenticing for a member of the guild

C. Women usually worked in the same profession as their husbands or fathers.
Look Ahead

A. By 1300, Western Europe was a completely different place then it had been in the early middle ages.

B. Trade put new wealth into Europe, and new technology helped keep up production

C. These things were bringing Europe into contact with new places and kept it progressing. 

Chapter 9

Section 1

Monarchs, Nobles, and the Church

A. During medieval times, kings were the head of society, but feudal monarchs had some power
B. Also during this time, nobles and the church has as much or more power as kings did.

C. These different groups of people used different methods to keep their power as big as they could

Strong Monarchs in England

A. In 1066, the Anglo-Saxon king died without a heir to the throne. This lead to a power struggle to see who would be the next king.

B. During the struggle, Duke William got the good sized army, and with the blessing of the pope, fought and won the Battle of Hastings, seizing the throne of England.

C. When he got power, he used strict laws to keep the country going.

Evolving Traditions of Government

A. After this time, English rulers had the tendency to clash over everything with the nobles and the people of the church
B. When Henry’s son  John got the throne, he angered the nobles and many other people with taxes and fell to Rome.

C. These things lead to the signing of the Magna Carta, which made the king answer to parliament
Royal Success in France

A. Unlike England, the power in France was mostly held by feudal nobles.
B. In 987, the nobles chose Hugh Capet to fill the throne, mostly because he did not pose a threat to him, but after this time, the king grew in power.

C. The most admired French ruler, Luis IX, was the example of how a king should be.

Section 2

The Holy Roman Empire

A. After Charlemagne’s death, present day Germany was split up into many small self ruling countries.

B. One leader, Duke Otto I, took many surrounding Germen land, and took the title king of Germany

C. At this time, Holy Rome had the potential to be the biggest monarchy in Europe.

Two Determined Rulers

A. Under pope Gregory VII, the conflict between empires and the church burst into flames, and no one at the time had a neutral view of him. 
B. He made a law where only the pope could appoint clergymen into office.
C. The battle between emperor and pope grew so huge, that the emperor banished the pope from Rome.

New Struggles Between Popes and Emperors

A. During the 1100’s and 1200’s, German kings dreamed of taking over Italy.
B. Frederick, the son of Henry and Constance, dreamed of this as well, but could never subdue the Italian cities and the popes of the time.

C. During his rule, he gave back many rights to the nobles, and they’re power grew within Rome.

Section 3

The World in 1050

A. In this time, Islam was becoming a brilliant new civilization. Muslim traders spread their ideas, and it lead to the acquiring of many new ideas and technologies. 

B. India and China was also thriving during this time, with new buildings and money coming in, in bucket loads. 

C. Africa and the Americas were also going as strong as ever, building huge cities everywhere.
The Crusades

A. The Crusades started when the Byzantine emperor asked the pope Urban II to send knights to help him fend off the Turks.

B. These battles were called God’s wars because they believed they were fighting to please God. 

C. Many knights, though, went off to battle to get richer then ever before.

The Crusading Spirit and the Reconquista

A. The spirit of the Crusades lasted long after the fighting ended

B. It spilled over to the Muslim people, in which the Christian’s had been fighting for years.

C. When Ferdinada and Isabella married, Isabella lead a brutal crusade against Muslim’s and Jew’s, and those who did not go to Christianity were most likely burned.

Section 4

Medieval Universities

A. By 1100’s, schools began to sprout up all around the empires.
B. University life meant relaxation for the people that went there

C. The courses went over 7 main things, including math and music

Europeans Acquire New Learning

A. The sprout of school increased the knowledge of the people that lived there.

B. Many Christian scholars tried to balance between faith and reason.

C. Science did not make a big step in this time because many people still believed all true knowledge must fit with church teachings.

Medieval Literature

A. Even though Latin was use by scholars and churchman, new writing began to appear.

B. There were many epics written during this time about the old Roman times.

C. There were also many stories that included ideas of their time.

Splendors in Stone

A. During these times, stone was being used for many things.

B. They build large buildings and churches, and they were poorly lit because they had very small windows.

C. They also made stained glass windows to put into the church, and made many carvings of the bible.

The Black Death

A. By 1348, the Black Death was seen all through Spain and France.

B. The disease was started by rats or flees biting a human, and catching it.

C. The disease was so bad, it was said that you could feel fine one day, and die the next.

Upheaval in the Church

 A. After the Black Death had died, the people of the church had many questions about why God would kill some but spare others.
B. This brought division in the church, and with no strong leadership, it stayed this way.

C. Also, old followers of the church abandoned it and calling out its corruption

The Hundred Years’ War

A. Between 1337 and 1453, France and England fought many battles for power

B. The war was sparked when England’s king claimed the crown of France

C. At the end, the French ended up beating the English people.
Looking Ahead

A. The War’s lead to big changes of the medieval ways.

B. Even with all this bad, after the Black Death had died, the population and productivity started to recover to what it had been before.

C. This set the stage for further changes after it, and made Europe a global power.
