Who Wrote Shakespeare?
1. William Stanley: Lived throughout the Shakespeare era. He was well connected with the plays and the theatres. One event that helps conclude this is he was married in 1528 with the Queen present, and a Shakespeare play was preformed at the marriage. William disbanded the acting company a year after Shakespeare’s death.

Francis Bacon: Bacon was hated by the Stratford area. He was very educated and there are many records of his writings.

Also, there are many different stories to his death, such as he was killed in self defense to he was killed to stop him for telling information.
