Each academic year Kentucky NAPUS Postmasters offer one or more undergraduate college scholarships to young men and women in amounts dependent upon available funds.  Kentucky NAPUS Postmasters have helped many children, grandchildren and wards of fellow Postmasters to begin and continue their college education.  Worthy students of good character, superior scholastic attainments and leadership qualities are considered.
All applications will be judged by the scholarship committee and scholarships will be awarded to the winners at the banquet during the annual Kentucky NAPUS convention.

The following guidelines MUST be followed for an application to be considered:

1. ALL APPLICANTS must submit an official transcript from ninth grade to the present INCLUDING class ranking, ACT or SAT scores, non-weighted GPA on a 4.0 scale, and grades to mid-year.

2. A recommendation from a responsible person, not related to the applicant, must be included, attesting to the character, leadership, and worthiness of the applicant.  This may be mailed separately to the committee, but it is the responsibility of the student to make sure it is postmarked by March 31.

3. If named a winner, the recipient must attend the banquet at the annual convention to receive the scholarship award.
4. The application and required documents must ALL be postmarked by March 31.  (NO EXCEPTIONS).  A mailing address is provided.

Additional Considerations

All applicants are encouraged to type or boldly print applications in a neat, concise manner.  All applications will be photocopied with any identifying features whited out for judging purposes.  Handwritten or careless presentations will hinder the applicant.
All scholarships are in the form of certificates of award conditional upon the enrollment of the student in an undergraduate course in an accredited school.  A check will be made jointly to the college or university and the student, and presented to the student at the banquet.

Alternates are selected by the review committee and the award may be made to the alternate should it become necessary.
All winners must acknowledge the notification of award and advise the committee of your intention to meet the requirements for accepting the award.  Winners will be guests of the committee for the banquet meal.  Anyone accompanying them must make reservations and pay for the banquet ticket.
IT IS THE RESPONSIBILTY OF THE STUDENT TO INSURE THAT ALL REQUIRED DOCUMENTS ARE POSTMARKED BY THE MARCH 31 DEADLINE.

Applicants may be awarded the Educational Foundation scholarship no more than two times.

Recipients of scholarships and their parents are encouraged to support the Foundation with donations when financially able to do so, enabling the John D. Miller Educational Foundation to continue supporting our eligible children, wards, and grandchildren of members.

SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENT

Applicants (children, grandchildren, stepchildren or wards) must be related to a KY NAPUS POSTMASTER or POSTMASTER RETIRED or ASSOCIATE MEMBER (associate member, being a continuing dues paying member for a minimum of three years) as a parent (step-ward), grandparent (step-ward), or great-grandparent (step-ward).

The KY NAPUS POSTMASTER, RETIRED or ASSOCIATE MEMBERS must be a current dues paying member.
KY NAPUS POSTMASTER, RETIRED or RETIRED ASSOCIATE member must have been continuing dues paying member until deceased.

Applicants must submit proof of deceased relative’s membership.  Proof may be: a copy of NAPUS membership card, signatures of at least three current NAPUS MEMBERS vouching eligibility, or other documents for review and approval by the Scholarship committee.
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
